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AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF

SAN DIEGO OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES AND THE
CITY OF LEMON GROVE

FOR THE DISTRIBUTION OF FY 2022 UASI GRANT FUNDS

THIS AGREEMENT is made this day of , 2023 in the City and County of San
Diego, State of California, by and between the _ CITY OF LEMON GROVE (“SUBRECIPIENT")
and the CITY OF SAN DIEGO, a municipal corporation (“San Diego" or "City"), in its capacity as fiscal
agent for the Approval Authority, as defined below, acting by and through the San Diego Office of
Emergency Services (“SD OES”), also referred to as the San Diego Office of Emergency Services (“SD
OES”).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, The United States Department of Homeland Security (“DHS”) designated San Diego as an
eligible high risk urban area through an analysis of relative risk of terrorism, the San Diego Urban Area
(“SDUA”) was established for the purpose of application for and allocation and distribution of federal
Urban Areas Security Initiative (“UASI”) program grant funds; and

WHEREAS, The Urban Area Working Group (“UAWG”), a collaborative subcommittee established by
the San Diego County Unified Disaster Council, was established as the Approval Authority for the
SDUA, to provide overall governance of the homeland security grant program across the SDUA, to
coordinate development and implementation of all UASI program initiatives, and to ensure compliance
with all UASI program requirements; and

WHEREAS, The City of San Diego Office of Emergency Services (“SD OES”), as the “core city” for the
SDUA, will serve as the chair and the UASI Grant Administrator, and SD OES Program Manager is
responsible for implementing and managing the policy and program decisions of the Approval Authority,
directing the work of the UASI Management Team personnel, and performing other duties as determined
and directed by the Approval Authority, and

WHEREAS, San Diego has been designated as the grantee for UASI funds granted by the DHS through
the California Office of Emergency Services (“Cal OES”) to the SDUA, with responsibility to establish
procedures and execute subgrant agreements for the distribution of UASI program grant funds to
jurisdictions selected by the Approval Authority to receive grant funding; and

WHEREAS, San Diego has been designated to serve as the fiscal agent for the Approval Authority, and
to establish procedures and provide all financial services for distribution of UASI program grant funds
within the SDUA; and

WHEREAS, Pursuant to grant allocation decisions by the Approval Authority, the UASI Management
Team has asked San Diego to distribute a portion of the regional UASI grant funds to SUBRECIPIENT
on the terms and conditions set forth herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants contained in this

Agreement and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is hereby
acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1
DEFINITIONS

1.1 Specific Terms. Unless the context requires otherwise, the following capitalized terms (whether
singular or plural) shall have the meanings set forth below:

(a) “ADA” shall mean the Americans with Disabilities Act (including all rules and
regulations there under) and all other applicable federal, state and local disability rights legislation, as the
same may be amended, modified or supplemented from time to time.

(b) “Authorized Expenditures” shall mean expenditures for those purposes identified and
budgeted in the SUBRECIPIENT Award Letter (Appendix A) and/or approved modification.

(©) “Event of Default” shall have the meaning set forth in Section 7.1.

(d) “Fiscal Quarter” shall mean each period of three calendar months commencing on July
1, October 1, January 1, and April 1, respectively.

(e) “Grant Funds” shall mean any and all funds allocated or disbursed to SUBRECIPIENT
(UEI #: FE3TQY2ND4G9) under this Agreement. This Agreement shall specifically cover funds allocated or
disbursed from Cal OES Grant No. 2022-0043, Cal OES ID No. 073-66000, CFDA No. 97.067, per Cal
OES award notice dated October 24, 2022.

® “Grant Plan” shall mean the plans, performances, events, exhibitions, acquisitions or
other activities or matter, and the budget and requirements, described in the approved Financial
Management Forms Workbook (FMFW). If SUBRECIPIENT requests any modification to the Grant
Plan, SUBRECIPIENT shall submit a written request to the SD OES Program Manager with the
following information: Scope of change requested, reason for change, proposed plan for change,
summary of approved and requested modifications to the Grant Plan, and any necessary approvals in
support of change (e.g., EHP).

(2) “Indemnified Parties” shall mean: (i) San Diego, including all commissions,
departments including OES, agencies, and other subdivisions of San Diego; (ii) San Diego’s elected
officials, directors, officers, employees, agents, successors, and assigns; and (iii) all persons or entities
acting on behalf of the foregoing.

(h) “Losses” shall mean any and all liabilities, obligations, losses, damages, penalties,
claims, actions, suits, judgments, fees, expenses and costs of whatsoever kind and nature (including legal
fees and expenses and costs of investigation, of prosecuting or defending any Loss described above)
whether or not such Loss be founded or unfounded, of whatsoever kind and nature.

(1) “Reimbursement Request” shall have the meaning set forth in Section 3.10(a).

)] “Simplified Acquisition Threshold” means the dollar amount below which a non-
Federal entity may purchase property or services using small purchase methods.

(k) “UASI Management Team” shall mean The SD OES Program Manager, Program
Coordinator, as well as project, grant, and administrative staff. The Program Manager appoints members
to the Management Team to implement the policies of the UAWG.

Q) “Pass-through entity” shall mean a non-Federal entity that provides a sub award to a
subrecipient to carry out part of a Federal Program.
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1.2 Additional Terms. The terms “as directed,” “as required” or “as permitted” and similar terms
shall refer to the direction, requirement, or permission of City. The terms “sufficient,” “necessary” or
“proper” and similar terms shall mean sufficient, necessary or proper in the sole judgment of City. The
terms “approval,” “acceptable” or “satisfactory’ or similar terms shall mean approved by, or acceptable or
satisfactory to, City. The terms “include,” “included” or “including” and similar terms shall be deemed to
be followed by the words “without limitation.” The use of the term “subcontractor,” “successor” or

“assign” herein refers only to a subcontractor, successor or assign expressly permitted under Article 8.

1.3 References to this Agreement. References to this Agreement include: (a) any and all
appendices, exhibits, schedules, and attachments hereto; (b) any and all statutes, ordinances, regulations
or other documents expressly incorporated by reference herein; and (c) any and all amendments,
modifications or supplements hereto made in accordance with Section 10.2. References to articles,
sections, subsections or appendices refer to articles, sections or subsections of or appendices to this
Agreement, unless otherwise expressly stated. Terms such as “hereunder,” “herein” or “hereto” refer to
this Agreement as a whole.

1.4 Reference to laws. Any reference in this Agreement to a federal or state statute, regulation,
executive order, requirement, policy, guide, guideline, information bulletin, or instruction shall mean that
statute, regulation, executive order, requirement, policy, guide, guideline, information bulletin, or
instruction as is currently in effect and as may be amended, modified or supplemented from time to time.

ARTICLE 2
ALLOCATION AND CERTIFICATION OF GRANT FUNDS;
LIMITATIONS ON SAN DIEGO’S OBLIGATIONS

2.1 Risk of Non-Allocation of Grant Funds. This Agreement is subject to all federal and state grant
requirements and guidelines, including DHS and Cal OES requirements, guidelines, information bulletins,
and instructions, the decision-making of the Cal OES and the Approval Authority, the terms and
conditions of the grant award; the approved application, and to the extent applicable the budget and fiscal
provisions of the San Diego City Charter. The Approval Authority shall have no obligation to allocate or
direct disbursement of funds for this Agreement in lieu of allocations for new or other agreements.
SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and agrees that grant decisions are subject to the discretion of the Cal
OES and Approval Authority. Further, SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and agrees that the City shall
have no obligation to disburse grant funds to SUBRECIPIENT until City and SUBRECIPIENT have fully
and finally executed this Agreement. SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and agrees that if it takes any
action, informal or formal, to appropriate, encumber or expend Grant Funds before final allocation
decisions by Cal OES and the Approval Authority, and before this Agreement is fully and finally
executed, it assumes all risk of possible non-allocation or non-reimbursement of funds, and such
acknowledgement and agreement is part of the consideration of this Agreement.

2.2 Certification of Controller; Guaranteed Maximum Costs. No funds shall be available under
this Agreement without prior written authorization certified by the San Diego Chief Financial Officer as
set forth in Section 39 of the City of San Diego City Charter:

“No contract, agreement, or other obligation for the expenditure of public funds shall be entered
into by any officer of the City and no such contract shall be valid unless the Chief Financial
Officer shall certify in writing that there has been made an appropriation to cover the expenditure
and that there remains a sufficient balance to meet the demand thereof.”
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ARTICLE 3
PERFORMANCE OF THE AGREEMENT

3.1 Duration of Term. The term of this Agreement shall commence on SEPTEMBER 1, 2022
and shall end at 11:59 p.m. San Diego time on MAY 31, 2025.

3.2 Maximum Amount of Funds. In no event shall the amount of Grant Funds disbursed hereunder
exceed the amount awarded under the SUBRECIPIENT Award letter (Appendix A), Training and
Exercise Participation Award Letter and/or approved modification. The City will not automatically
transfer Grant Funds to SUBRECIPIENT upon execution of this Agreement. SUBRECIPIENT must
submit a Reimbursement Request under Section 3.10 of this Agreement, approved by the UASI
Management Team and City, before the City will disburse Grant Funds to SUBRECIPIENT.

3.3 Use of Funds.

(a) General Requirements. SUBRECIPIENT shall use the Grant Funds received under this
Agreement for the purposes and in the amounts set forth in the Grant Plan. SUBRECIPIENT shall not
use or expend Grant Funds for any other purpose, including but not limited to, for matching funds for
other federal grants/cooperative agreements, lobbying or intervention in federal regulatory or adjudicatory
proceedings, or to sue the federal government or any other government entity. SUBRECIPIENT shall not
permit any federal employee to receive Grant Funds.

(b) Modification of Grant Plan. Under Sections 1.1(f) and 10.2 of this Agreement,
SUBRECIPIENT may submit a written request to modify the Grant Plan. SUBRECIPIENT shall not
appropriate, encumber or expend any additional or reallocated Grant Funds pursuant to such a request for
modification until the SD OES Program Manager or designee has provided written approval for the
request. In addition, if the modification request requires approval from the Approval Authority and/or
Cal OES, as determined by the SD OES Program Manager, SUBRECIPIENT shall not appropriate,
encumber or expend any additional or reallocated Grant Funds pursuant to the modification request
without approval from the Approval Authority and/or Cal OES.

(©) No Supplanting. SUBRECIPIENT shall use Grant Funds to supplement existing funds,
and not replace (supplant) funds that have been appropriated for the same purpose.

(d) Obligations. SUBRECIPIENT must expend Grant Funds in a timely manner consistent
with the grant milestones, guidance and assurances; and make satisfactory progress toward the goals,
objectives, milestones and deliverables in this Agreement.

(e) Subawards. SUBRECIPENT is not an authorized pass-through entity and is not
authorized to make any subawards of Grant Funds.

34 Grant Assurances; Other Requirements; Cooperation with Monitoring.

(a) SUBRECIPIENT shall comply with all Grant Assurances included in Appendix B,
attached hereto and incorporated by reference as though fully set forth herein.

(b) In addition to complying with all Grant Assurances, SUBRECIPIENT shall comply with
all applicable statutes, regulations, executive orders, requirements, policies, guides, guidelines,
information bulletins, Cal OES grant management memos, and instructions; the terms and conditions of
the grant award; the approved application, and any conditions imposed by Cal OES or the Approval
Authority. SUBRECIPIENT shall require and ensure that all contractors and other entities receiving
Grant Funds from SUBRECIPIENT comply with all applicable statutes, regulations, executive orders,
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requirements, policies, guides, guidelines, information bulletins, Cal OES grant management memos, and
instructions; the terms and conditions of the grant award; the approved application, and any conditions
imposed by Cal OES or the Approval Authority.

(©) SUBRECIPIENT shall promptly comply with all standards, specifications and formats of
San Diego and the UASI Management Team, as they may from time to time exist, related to evaluation,
planning and monitoring of the Grant Plan and compliance with this Agreement. SUBRECIPIENT shall
cooperate in good faith with San Diego and the UASI Management Team in any evaluation, inspection,
planning or monitoring activities conducted or authorized by DHS, Cal OES, San Diego or the UASI
Management Team. For ensuring compliance with non-supplanting requirements, upon request by City
or the UASI Management Team, SUBRECIPIENT shall supply documentation certifying that a reduction
of non-federal resources occurred for reasons other than the receipt or expected receipt of Grant Funds.

3.5 Administrative, Programmatic and Financial Management Requirements. SUBRECIPIENT
shall establish and maintain administrative, programmatic and financial management systems and records

in accordance with federal and State of California requirements. This provision requires, at a minimum,
that SUBRECIPIENT comply with the following non-exclusive list of regulations commonly applicable
to DHS grants, as applicable to this Agreement and the Grant Plan:

(a) Administrative Requirements:
1. 2 CFR Part 200, Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit
Requirements for Federal Awards (formerly 44 CFR Part 13, OMB Circulars A-21,
A-87, A-89, A-102, A-110, A-122, and A-133).

(b) Cost Principles:
1. 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart E - Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles,
and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (formerly 44 CFR Part 13, OMB
Circulars A-21, A-87, A-89, A-102, A-110, A-122, and A-133);
2. Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR), Part 31.2 Contract Principles and
Procedures, Contracts with Commercial Organizations.

(©) Audit Requirements:
1. 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart F - Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles,
and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (formerly 44 CFR Part 13, OMB
Circulars A-21, A-87, A-89, A-102, A-110, A-122, and A-133).

3.6 Technology Requirements.

(a) National Information Exchange Model ("NIEM"). SUBRECIPIENT shall use the latest
NIEM specifications and guidelines regarding the use of Extensible Markup Language ("XML") for all
awards of Grant Funds.

(b) Geospatial Guidance. SUBRECIPIENT is encouraged to use Geospatial technologies,
which can capture, store, analyze, transmit and/or display location-based information (i.e., information
linked to a latitude and longitude), and to align any geospatial activities with the guidance available on the
Federal Emergency Management Agency (“FEMA”) website.

(©) Criminal Intelligence Systems Operating Policies. Any information technology system

funded or supported by Grant Funds shall comply with 28 CFR Part 23, Criminal Intelligence Systems
Operating Policies, if applicable.
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(d) SUBRECIPIENT is encouraged to use the DHS guidance in Best Practices for
Government Use of CCTV: Implementing the Fair Information Practice Principles, if Grant Funds are
used to purchase or install closed circuit television (CCTV) systems or to support operational CCTV
systems.

3.7 Procurement Requirements.

(a) General Requirements. SUBRECIPIENT shall follow its own procurement requirements
as long as those requirements comply with all applicable federal and State of California statutes,
regulations, requirements, policies, guides, guidelines and instructions.

(b) Contract Provisions. All contracts made by the SUBRECIPIENT using Grant Funds must
contain the applicable contract clauses described in Appendix II to the Uniform Rules (Contract
Provisions for non-Federal Entity Contract Under Federal Awards). 2C.F.R. § 200.326.

(b) Specific Purchases. If SUBRECIPIENT is using Grant Funds to purchase interoperable
communication equipment, SUBRECIPIENT shall consult DHS’s SAFECOM’s coordinated grant
guidance, which outlines standards and equipment information to enhance interoperable communication.
If SUBRECIPIENT is using Grant Funds to acquire critical emergency supplies, prior to expending any
Grant Funds, SUBRECIPIENT shall submit to the UASI Management Team for approval by Cal OES a
viable inventory management plan, an effective distribution strategy, sustainment costs for such an effort,
and logistics expertise to avoid situations where funds are wasted because supplies are rendered
ineffective due to lack of planning.

(© Bond Requirement. SUBRECIPIENT shall obtain a performance bond for any
equipment items over the simplified acquisition threshold (2C.F.R. § 200.88) or any vehicle, aircraft or
watercraft financed with Grant Funds.

(d) Non-Competitive Procurement Requirements. UASI Management Team prior approval is
required for any procurement made without advertisement or a competitive process or single response to a
request for proposal/bid, regardless of dollar amount, this includes sole source procurements.
SUBRECIPIENT shall submit a Non-Competitive Procurement Authorization request to the UASI
Management Team for approval prior to expending any grant funds. Additionally, SUBRECIPT shall
submit a Non-Competitive Procurement Request to the UASI Management Team for CalOES approval
for any non-competitive procurement over the simplified acquisition threshold (2C.F.R. § 200.88).

(e) Federal Schedules. SUBRECIPENT shall submit a Federal Schedule Procurement
Authorization request to the UASI Management Team for approval to procure using the Federal supply
schedule, prior to expending any grant funds.

) Prohibitions on Expending FEMA Award Funds for Covered Telecommunications
Equipment or Services. SUBRECIPIENT and any contractor or subcontractor shall comply with the
restrictions on procurement of certain telecommunications and video surveillance products as described in
section 889 of the John S. McCain National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (FY 2019
NDAA), Pub. L. No. 115-232 (2018) and 2 C.F.R. §§ 200.216, 200.327, 200.471, and Appendix II to 2
C.F.R. Part 200.

3.8 Contractor Requirements.

(a) SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure and independently verify that any contractor or other entity
receiving Grant Funds from SUBRECIPIENT is not debarred, suspended, or otherwise excluded from or
ineligible for participation in federal assistance programs, under Executive Orders 12549 and 12689, as
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implemented at 2 CFR Part 3000. SUBRECIPIENT shall obtain documentation of eligibility before
disbursing Grant Funds to any contractor or other entity. SUBRECIPIENT shall maintain documentary
proof of this verification in its files. SUBRECIPIENT shall establish procedures for the effective use of
the “Excluded Parties List System,” to assure that it does not provide Grant Funds to excluded parties.
SUBRECIPIENT shall also establish procedures to provide for effective use and/or dissemination of the
list to assure that its contractors, at any tier do not make awards in violation of the non-procurement
debarment and suspension common rule.

(b) SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure that any contractor or other entity receiving Grant Funds
from SUBRECIPIENT complies with the requirements of 44 CFR Part 18, New Restrictions on Lobbying;
and

(©) SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure that any contractor or other entity receiving Grant Funds
from SUBRECIPIENT complies with the requirements of 2 CFR Part 3001, Requirements for Drug-Free

Workplace (Financial Assistance).

3.9 Monitoring Grant Performance.

(a) City and the UASI Management Team are both authorized to perform periodic
monitoring reviews of SUBRECIPIENT s performance under this Agreement, to ensure that the Grant
Plan goals, objectives, performance requirements, timelines, milestone completion, budgets and other
criteria are being met. Programmatic monitoring may include the Regional Federal Preparedness
Coordinators, or other federal or state personnel, when appropriate. Monitoring may involve a
combination of desk-based reviews and on-site monitoring visits, inspection of records, and verifications
of grant activities. These reviews will involve a review and analysis of the financial, programmatic,
performance and administrative issues relative to each program and will identify areas where technical
assistance and other support may be needed. The reviews may include, but are not limited to:

1. Evaluating eligibility of expenditures;

2. Comparing actual grant activities to those approved by the Approval Authority and
specified in the Grant Plan;

3. Ensuring that any advances have been deposited in an interest bearing account and
disbursed in accordance with applicable guidelines; and

4. Confirming compliance with: Grant Assurances; information provided on
performance reports and payment requests; and needs and threat assessments and
strategies.

(b) SUBRECIPIENT is responsible for monitoring and auditing the grant activities of any
contractor or other entity receiving Grant Funds through or from SUBRECIPIENT. This requirement
includes but is not limited to mandatory on-site verification visits.

(©) If after any monitoring review, the DHS or Cal OES makes findings that require a
Corrective Action Plan by SUBRECIPIENT, the City shall place a hold on all Reimbursement Requests
from SUBRECIPIENT until the findings are resolved.

3.10 Disbursement Procedures. San Diego shall disburse Grant Funds to SUBRECIPIENT as
follows:

(a) SUBRECIPIENT shall submit to the UASI Management Team, in the manner specified
for notices pursuant to Article 9, a document ("Reimbursement Request") substantially in the form
attached as Appendix C, attached hereto and incorporated by reference as though fully set forth herein.
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The UASI Management Team shall serve as the primary contact for SUBRECIPIENT regarding any
Reimbursement Request.

(b) The UASI Management Team will review all Reimbursement Requests for compliance
with this Agreement and all applicable guidelines and requirements. The UASI Management Team will
return to SUBRECIPIENT any Reimbursement Request that is submitted and not approved by the UASI
Management Team, with a brief statement of the reason for the rejection of the Reimbursement Request.

(d) If a rejection relates only to a portion of the expenditures itemized in any Reimbursement
Request, City shall have no obligation to disburse any Grant Funds for any other expenditures itemized in
such Reimbursement Request unless and until SUBRECIPIENT submits a Reimbursement Request that is
in all respects acceptable to the UASI Management Team.

(e) If SUBRECIPIENT is not in compliance with any provision of this Agreement, City may
withhold disbursement of Grant Funds until SUBRECIPIENT has taken corrective action and currently
complies with all terms and conditions of the Agreement.

3.11 Disallowance. SUBRECIPIENT agrees that if it claims or receives reimbursement from City for
an expenditure that is later disallowed by the State of California or the federal government,
SUBRECIPIENT shall promptly refund the disallowed amount to City upon City’s written request. At its
option, City may offset all or any portion of the disallowed amount against any other payment due to
SUBRECIPIENT hereunder or under any other Agreement with SUBRECIPIENT. Any such offset with
respect to a portion of the disallowed amount shall not release SUBRECIPIENT from SUBRECIPIENT’s
obligation hereunder to refund the remainder of the disallowed amount.

3.12  Sustainability. Grant Funded programs that contain continuing personnel and operating
expenses, over and above planning and implementation costs, must be sustained once the Grant Funding
ends. If Equipment is purchased with grant funds the equipment must be sustained through the useful life
of equipment. By executing this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges its responsibility and agrees
to sustain continuing programs beyond the Grant Funding period. SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and
agrees that this sustainability requirement is a material term of the Agreement.

3.13 EHP Requirements.

(a) Grant Funded projects must comply with the federal Environmental and Historic
Preservation ("EHP") program. SUBRECIPIENT shall not initiate any project with the potential to impact
environmental or historic properties or resources until Cal OES and FEMA have completed EHP reviews
and approved the project. Examples of projects that may impact EHP resources include: communications
towers, physical security enhancements, new construction, and modifications to buildings, structures and
objects that are 50 years old or greater. SUBRECIPIENT shall notify the UASI Management Team of
any project that may require an EHP review. SUBRECIPIENT agrees to provide detailed project
information to FEMA, Cal OES and/or the UASI Management Team, to cooperate fully in the review,
and to prepare any documents requested for the review. SUBRECIPIENT shall comply with all
conditions placed on the project as the result of the EHP review, and implement any treatment or
mitigation measures deemed necessary to address potential adverse impacts. With prior approval of the
UASI Management Team, SUBRECIPIENT may use Grant Funds toward the costs of preparing
documents and/or implementing treatment or mitigation measures. Any change to the approved project
scope of work will require re-evaluation for compliance with EHP requirements. If ground disturbing
activities occur during project implementation, SUBRECIPIENT shall notify the UASI Management
Team and ensure monitoring of ground disturbance. If any potential archeological resources are
discovered, SUBRECIPIENT shall immediately cease construction in that area and notify the UASI
Management Team, which will notify the appropriate State Historic Preservation Office. If

SUBRECIPIENT is using Grant Funds for a communication tower project, SUBRECIPIENT shall
complete its Federal Communication Commission (“FCC”’) EHP process before preparing its Cal
OES/FEMA EHP materials, and shall include the FCC EHP materials in the Cal OES/FEMA submission.

(b) Any construction or other project that SUBRECIPIENT initiates without the necessary
EHP review and approval will not be eligible for reimbursement. Failure of SUBRECIPIENT to meet
federal, State, and local EHP requirements, obtain applicable permits, or comply with any conditions that
may be placed on the project as the result of FEMA’s and/or Cal OES's EHP review will result in the
denial of Reimbursement Requests.

3.14 National Energy Conservation Policy and Energy Policy Acts. SUBRECIPIENT shall
comply with the following requirements:

(a) Grant Funds may not be used in contravention of the Federal buildings performance and
reporting requirements of Executive Order 13123, part 3 of Title V of the National Energy Conservation
Policy Act (42 USC §8251 et seq.), or Subtitle A of Title I of the Energy Policy Act of 2005; and

(b) Grant Funds may not be used in contravention of Section 303 of the Energy Policy Act of
1992 (42 USC §13212).

3.15 Royalty-Free License. SUBRECIPIENT understands and agrees that FEMA reserves a royalty-
free, non-exclusive and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish or otherwise use, and authorize others to
use, for federal government purposes: (a) the copyright in any work developed using Grant Funds; and (b)
any rights of copyright that SUBRECIPIENT purchases or acquires using Grant Funds. SUBRECIPIENT
shall consult with the UASI Management Team and FEMA regarding the allocation of any patent rights
that arise from, or are purchased with, Grant Funds.

3.16  Publication Statements. SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure that all publications created or
developed under this Agreement prominently contain the following statement: “This document was
prepared under a grant from the Federal Emergency Management Agencies Grant Programs Directorate
(FEMA/GPD) within the US Department of Homeland Security. Points of view or opinions expressed in
this document are those of the authors and do not necessarily represent the official position or policies of
FEMA/GPD or the US Department of Homeland Security.”

3.17  Performance Period. SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure that hard copies of all reimbursement
requests and supporting documentation will be submitted to the UASI Management Team postmarked no
later than the Reimbursement Claim Due Date identified in the Subrecipient Award Letter (Attachment
A). Extension requests may be granted based on extenuating circumstances beyond the control of the
subrecipient and must be made via the Performance Period Extension Request Form (Appendix D).
Requests must contain specific and compelling justifications as to why an extension is required and must
be submitted 30 days prior to the current deadline.

ARTICLE 4
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS; AUDITS

4.1 Regular Reports. SUBRECIPIENT shall provide, in a prompt and timely manner, financial,
operational and other reports, as requested by the UASI Management Team, in form and substance
satisfactory to the UASI Management Team. Such reports, including any copies, shall be submitted on
recycled paper and printed on double-sided pages, to the maximum extent possible.

4.2 Notification of Defaults or Changes in Circumstances. SUBRECIPIENT shall notify the
UASI Management Team and City immediately of (a) any Event of Default or event that, with the
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passage of time, would constitute an Event of Default; (b) any change of circumstances that would cause
any of the representations or warranties contained in Article 5 to be false or misleading at any time during
the term of this Agreement; and (c) any change of circumstances or events that would cause
SUBRECIPIENT to be out of compliance with the Grant Assurances in Appendix B.

43 Books and Records. SUBRECIPIENT shall establish and maintain accurate files and records of
all aspects of the Grant Plan and the matters funded in whole or in part with Grant Funds. Without
limiting the scope of the foregoing, SUBRECIPIENT shall establish and maintain accurate financial
books and accounting records relating to Authorized Expenditures and to Grant Funds received and
expended under this Agreement, together with all invoices, documents, payrolls, time records and other
data related to the matters covered by this Agreement, whether funded in whole or in part with Grant
Funds. SUBRECIPIENT shall maintain all of the files, records, books, invoices, documents, payrolls and
other data required to be maintained under this Section in a readily accessible location and condition for a
period of not less than three (3) years after expiration of this Agreement or until any final audit by Cal
OES has been fully completed, whichever is later.

4.4 Inspection and Audit. SUBRECIPIENT shall make available to the UASI Management Team,
and to UASI Management Team and City employees and authorized representatives, during regular
business hours, all of the files, records, books, invoices, documents, payrolls and other data required to be
established and maintained by SUBRECIPIENT under Section 4.3, and allow access and the right to
examine those items. SUBRECIPIENT shall permit the UASI Management Team and City, and UASI
Management Team and City employees and authorized representatives, to inspect, audit, examine and
make excerpts and transcripts from any of the foregoing. The rights of the UASI Management Team and
City pursuant to this Section shall remain in effect so long as SUBRECIPIENT has the obligation to
maintain such files, records, books, invoices, documents, payrolls and other data under this Article 4. The
DHS, the Comptroller General of the United States or designee, and Cal OES shall have the same
inspection and audit rights as the City and UASI Management Team. SUBRECIPIENT shall cooperate
with any federal or state audit.

4.5 Audit Report. If the amount specified in Section 3.2 of this agreement is $750,000 or more,
SUBRECIPIENT shall submit an organization-wide financial and compliance audit report. The audit
must be performed in accordance with GAO’s Government Auditing Standards, and 2 CFR Part 200
Subpart F - Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal
Awards. SUBRECIPIENT shall submit its audit report to the UASI Management Team no later than six
months after the end of SUBRECIPIENT s fiscal year.

ARTICLE 5
REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

SUBRECIPIENT represents and warrants each of the following as of the date of this Agreement and at all
times throughout the term of this Agreement:

5.1 No Misstatements. No document furnished or to be furnished by SUBRECIPIENT to the UASI
Management Team in connection with this Agreement, any Reimbursement Request or any other
document relating to any of the foregoing, contains or will contain any untrue statement of material fact
or omits or will omit a material fact necessary to make the statements contained therein not misleading,
under the circumstances under which any such statement shall have been made.

5.2 Eligibility to Receive Federal Funds. By executing this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT certifies
that it is eligible to receive federal funds, and specifically certifies as follows:

(a) SUBRECIPIENT is not suspended, debarred or otherwise excluded from participation in
federal assistance programs, as required by Executive Order 12549 and 12689, “Debarment and
Suspension” and implemented at 2 CFR Part 3000.

(b) SUBRECIPIENT complies with 31 U.S.C. §1352, Limitation on use of appropriated
funds to influence federal contracting and financial transactions, as implemented at 44 CFR Part 18 and 6
CFR Part 9.

(©) SUBRECIPIENT complies with the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988, as amended, 41
U.S.C. §701 et seq., as implemented in 2 CFR Part 3001, and will continue to provide a drug-free
workplace as required under that Act and implementing regulations.

(d) SUBRECIPIENT is not delinquent in the repayment of any federal debt. See OMB
Circular A-129.

SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges that these certifications of eligibility to receive federal funds are material
terms of the Agreement.

53 NIMS Compliance. To be eligible to receive Grant Funds, SUBRECIPIENT must meet National
Incident Management System ("NIMS") compliance requirements. By executing this Agreement,
SUBRECIPIENT certifies that it is in full NIMS compliance. SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges that this
certification is a material term of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 6
INDEMNIFICATION AND GENERAL LIABILITY

6.1 Indemnification. SUBRECIPIENT shall indemnify, protect, defend and hold harmless each of
the Indemnified Parties from and against any and all Losses arising from, in connection with or caused by
SUBRECIPIENT’s performance of this Agreement, including, but not limited to, the following: (a) a
material breach of this Agreement by SUBRECIPIENT; (b) a material breach of any representation or
warranty of SUBRECIPIENT contained in this Agreement; (c) any personal injury or death caused,
directly or indirectly, by any act or omission of SUBRECIPIENT or its employees or agents; (d) any loss
of or damage to property caused, directly or indirectly, by any act or omission of SUBRECIPIENT or its
employees or agents; (¢) the use, misuse or failure of any equipment or facility used by SUBRECIPIENT,
or by any of its employees or agents, regardless of whether such equipment or facility is furnished, rented
or loaned to SUBRECIPIENT by an Indemnified Party; (f) any tax, fee, assessment or other charge for
which SUBRECIPIENT is responsible under Section 10.4; or (g) any infringement of patent rights,
copyright, trade secret or any other proprietary right or trademark of any person or entity in consequence
of the use by any Indemnified Party of any goods or services furnished by SUBRECIPIENT or its
employees or agents to such Indemnified Party in connection with this Agreement. The foregoing
indemnity shall include, without limitation, reasonable fees of attorneys, consultants and experts and
related costs and San Diego’s costs of investigating any claims against San Diego.

6.2 Duty to Defend; Notice of Loss. SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and agrees that its obligation
to defend the Indemnified Parties under Section 6.1: (a) is an immediate obligation, independent of its
other obligations hereunder; (b) applies to any Loss which actually or potentially falls within the scope of
Section 6.1, regardless of whether the allegations asserted in connection with such Loss are or may be
groundless, false or fraudulent; and (c) arises at the time the Loss is tendered to SUBRECIPIENT by the
Indemnified Party and continues at all times thereafter. The Indemnified Party shall give
SUBRECIPIENT prompt notice of any Loss under Section 6.1 and SUBRECIPIENT shall have the right
to defend, settle and compromise any such Loss; provided, however, that the Indemnified Party shall have
the right to retain its own counsel at the expense of SUBRECIPIENT if representation of such
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Indemnified Party by the counsel retained by SUBRECIPIENT would be inappropriate due to conflicts of
interest between such Indemnified Party and SUBRECIPIENT. An Indemnified Party's failure to notify
SUBRECIPIENT promptly of any Loss shall not relieve SUBRECIPIENT of any liability to such
Indemnified Party pursuant to Section 6.1, unless such failure materially impairs SUBRECIPIENT’s
ability to defend such Loss. SUBRECIPIENT shall seek the Indemnified Party's prior written consent to
settle or compromise any Loss if SUBRECIPIENT contends that such Indemnified Party shares in
liability with respect thereto.

6.3 Incidental and Consequential Damages. Losses covered under this Article 6 shall include any
and all incidental and consequential damages resulting in whole or in part from SUBRECIPIENTs acts
or omissions. Nothing in this Agreement shall constitute a waiver or limitation of any rights that any
Indemnified Party may have under applicable law with respect to such damages.

6.4 LIMITATION ON LIABILITY OF SAN DIEGO. CITY’S OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF GRANT FUNDS
ACTUALLY DISBURSED HEREUNDER. NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION
CONTAINED IN THIS AGREEMENT OR ANY OTHER DOCUMENT OR COMMUNICATION
RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT, IN NO EVENT SHALL CITY BE LIABLE, REGARDLESS OF
WHETHER ANY CLAIM IS BASED ON CONTRACT OR TORT, FOR ANY SPECIAL,
CONSEQUENTIAL, INDIRECT OR INCIDENTAL DAMAGES, INCLUDING LOST PROFITS,
ARISING OUT OF OR IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT, THE GRANT FUNDS, THE
GRANT PLAN OR ANY ACTIVITIES PERFORMED IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT.

ARTICLE 7
EVENTS OF DEFAULT AND REMEDIES; TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

7.1 Events of Default. The occurrence of any one or more of the following events shall constitute an
"Event of Default" under this Agreement:

(a) False Statement. Any statement, representation, certification or warranty contained in
this Agreement, in any Reimbursement Request, or in any other document submitted to the UASI
Management Team or to City under this Agreement is found by the UASI Management Team or by City
to be false or misleading.

(b) Failure to Perform Other Covenants. SUBRECIPIENT fails to perform or breaches
any provision or covenant of this Agreement to be performed or observed by SUBRECIPIENT as and
when performance or observance is due and such failure or breach continues for a period of ten (10) days
after the date on which such performance or observance is due.

(©) Failure to Comply with Applicable Laws. SUBRECIPIENT fails to perform or
breaches any of the terms or provisions of Article 12.

(d) Yoluntary Insolvency. SUBRECIPIENT(i) is generally not paying its debts as they
become due, (ii) files, or consents by answer or otherwise to the filing against it of, a petition for relief or
reorganization or arrangement or any other petition in bankruptcy or for liquidation or to take advantage
of any bankruptcy, insolvency or other debtors' relief law of any jurisdiction, (iii) makes an assignment
for the benefit of its creditors, (iv) consents to the appointment of a custodian, receiver, trustee or other
officer with similar powers of SUBRECIPIENT or of any substantial part of SUBRECIPIENT’s property
or (v) takes action for the purpose of any of the foregoing.

(e) Involuntary Insolvency. Without consent by SUBRECIPIENT, a court or government
authority enters an order, and such order is not vacated within ten (10) days, (i) appointing a custodian,
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receiver, trustee or other officer with similar powers with respect to SUBRECIPIENT or with respect to
any substantial part of SUBRECIPIENT’s property, (ii) constituting an order for relief or approving a
petition for relief or reorganization or arrangement or any other petition in bankruptcy or for liquidation
or to take advantage of any bankruptcy, insolvency or other debtors' relief law of any jurisdiction or
(ii1) ordering the dissolution, winding-up or liquidation of SUBRECIPIENT.

7.2 Remedies upon Event of Default. Upon and during the continuance of an Event of Default, City
may do any of the following, individually or in combination with any other remedy:

(a) Termination. City may terminate this Agreement by giving a written termination notice
to SUBRECIPIENT and, on the date specified in such notice, this Agreement shall terminate and all
rights of SUBRECIPIENT hereunder shall be extinguished. In the event of such termination, City will
pay SUBRECIPIENT for Authorized Expenditures in any Reimbursement Request that was submitted
and approved by the UASI Management Team and by City prior to the date of termination specified in
such notice.

(b) Withholding of Grant Funds. City may withhold all or any portion of Grant Funds not
yet disbursed hereunder, regardless of whether SUBRECIPIENT has previously submitted a
Reimbursement Request or whether the UASI Management Team and/or City has approved the
disbursement of the Grant Funds requested in any Reimbursement Request. Any Grant Funds withheld
pursuant to this Section and subsequently disbursed to SUBRECIPIENT after cure of applicable Events
of Default shall be disbursed without interest.

(©) Return of Grant Funds. City may demand the immediate return of any previously
disbursed Grant Funds that have been claimed or expended by SUBRECIPIENT in breach of the terms of
this Agreement, together with interest thereon from the date of disbursement at the maximum rate
permitted under applicable law.

7.3 Termination for Convenience.

(a) City shall have the option, in its sole discretion, to terminate this Agreement, at any time
during the term hereof, for convenience and without cause. City shall exercise this option by giving
SUBRECIPIENT written notice of termination. The notice shall specify the date on which termination
shall become effective.

(b) Upon receipt of the notice, SUBRECIPIENT shall commence and perform, with
diligence, all actions necessary on the part of SUBRECIPIENT to effect the termination of this
Agreement on the date specified by City and to minimize the liability of SUBRECIPIENT and City to
third parties as a result of termination. All such actions shall be subject to the prior approval of the UASI
Management Team.

(©) Within 30 days after the specified termination date, SUBRECIPIENT shall submit to the
UASI Management Team an invoice for all Authorized Expenses incurred through the termination date.
For Authorized Expenses incurred after receipt of the notice of termination, City will only reimburse
SUBRECIPIENT if the Authorized Expenses received prior approval from the UASI Management Team
as specified in subparagraph (b).

(d) In no event shall City be liable for costs incurred by SUBRECIPIENT or any of its
contractors after the termination date specified by City.

(e) City’s payment obligation under this Section shall survive termination of this Agreement.
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7.4 Remedies Nonexclusive. Each of the remedies provided for in this Agreement may be exercised
individually or in combination with any other remedy available hereunder or under applicable laws, rules
and regulations. The remedies contained herein are in addition to all other remedies available to City at
law or in equity by statute or otherwise and the exercise of any such remedy shall not preclude or in any
way be deemed to waive any other remedy.

ARTICLE 8
ASSIGNMENTS

8.1 No Assignment by SUBRECIPIENT. SUBRECIPIENT shall not, either directly or indirectly,
assign, transfer, hypothecate, subcontract or delegate all or any portion of this Agreement or any rights,
duties or obligations of SUBRECIPIENT hereunder without the prior written consent of the UASI
Management Team. This Agreement shall not, nor shall any interest herein, be assignable as to the
interest of SUBRECIPIENT involuntarily or by operation of law without the prior written consent of
City. A change of ownership or control of SUBRECIPIENT or a sale or transfer of substantially all of the
assets of SUBRECIPIENT shall be deemed an assignment for purposes of this Agreement.

8.2 Agreement Made in Violation of this Article. Any agreement made in violation of Section 8.1
shall confer no rights on any person or entity and shall automatically be null and void.

8.3 SUBRECIPIENT Retains Responsibility. SUBRECIPIENT shall in all events remain liable for
the performance by any contractor, or assignee of all of the covenants, terms and conditions in this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 9
NOTICES AND OTHER COMMUNICATIONS

9.1 Requirements. Unless otherwise specifically provided herein, all notices, consents, directions,
approvals, instructions, requests and other communications hereunder shall be in writing, shall be
addressed to the person and address set forth below and shall be (a) deposited in the U.S. mail, first class,
certified with return receipt requested and with appropriate postage, (b) hand delivered or (c) sent via
facsimile (if a facsimile number is provided below):

agent of the party to whom the notice was sent; or (c) if sent via facsimile, the date of telephonic
confirmation of receipt by a duly authorized agent of the party to whom the notice was sent or, if such
confirmation is not reasonably practicable, the date indicated in the facsimile machine transmission report
of the party giving such notice.

93 Change of Address. From time to time any party hereto may designate a new address or
recipient for notice for purposes of this Article 9 by written notice to the other party and the UASI
Management Team.

ARTICLE 10
MISCELLANEOUS

10.1  No Waiver. No waiver by San Diego of any default or breach of this Agreement shall be implied
from any failure by the UASI Management Team or San Diego to take action on account of such default
if such default persists or is repeated. No express waiver by San Diego shall affect any default other than
the default specified in the waiver and shall be operative only for the time and to the extent therein stated.
Waivers by San Diego of any covenant, term or condition contained herein shall not be construed as a
waiver of any subsequent breach of the same covenant, term or condition. The consent or approval by the
UASI Management Team of any action requiring further consent or approval shall not be deemed to
waive or render unnecessary the consent or approval to or of any subsequent similar act.

10.2  Modification. This Agreement may not be modified, nor may compliance with any of its terms
be waived, except by written instrument executed and approved in the same manner as this Agreement;
provided, however, that the Program Manager or designee may establish alternate procedures for
modification of the Grant Plan.

10.3  Governing Law; Venue. The formation, interpretation and performance of this Agreement shall
be governed by the laws of the State of California, without regard to its conflict of laws principles. Venue
for all litigation relative to the formation, interpretation and performance of this Agreement shall be in
San Diego.

10.4 SUBRECIPIENT to Pay All Taxes. SUBRECIPIENT shall pay to the appropriate
governmental authority, as and when due, any and all taxes, fees, assessments or other governmental
charges, including possessory interest taxes and California sales and use taxes, levied upon or in
connection with this Agreement, the Grant Plan, the Grant Funds or any of the activities contemplated by
this Agreement.

10.5 Headings. All article and section headings and captions contained in this Agreement are for
reference only and shall not be considered in construing this Agreement.

10.6  Entire Agreement. This Agreement sets forth the entire Agreement between the parties, and
supersedes all other oral or written provisions. The following Appendices are attached to and a part of
this Agreement:

10.7  Certified Resolution of Signatory Authority. Upon request of San Diego, SUBRECIPIENT
shall deliver to San Diego a copy of the corporate resolution(s) authorizing the execution, delivery and
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performance of this Agreement, certified as true, accurate and complete by the appropriate authorized
representative of SUBRECIPIENT.

10.8  Severability. Should the application of any provision of this Agreement to any particular facts or
circumstances be found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then (a) the
validity of other provisions of this Agreement shall not be affected or impaired thereby, and (b) such
provision shall be enforced to the maximum extent possible so as to effect the intent of the parties and
shall be reformed without further action by the parties to the extent necessary to make such provision
valid and enforceable.

10.9  Successors; No Third-Party Beneficiaries. Subject to the terms of Article 8, the terms of this
Agreement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of, the parties hereto and their successors and
assigns. Nothing in this Agreement, whether express or implied, shall be construed to give any person or
entity (other than the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns and, in the case of

Article 6, the Indemnified Parties) any legal or equitable right, remedy or claim under or in respect of this
Agreement or any covenants, conditions or provisions contained herein.

10.10 Survival of Terms. The obligations of SUBRECIPIENT and the terms of the following
provisions of this Agreement shall survive and continue following expiration or termination of this
Agreement: Sections 4.3 and 4.4, Article 6, this Article 10, and the Grant Assurances of Appendix B.

10.11 Further Assurances. From and after the date of this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT agrees to do
such things, perform such acts, and make, execute, acknowledge and deliver such documents as may be
reasonably necessary or proper and usual to complete the transactions contemplated by this Agreement
and to carry out the purpose of this Agreement in accordance with this Agreement.

10.12 Disclosure of Subawards and Executive Compensation. Pursuant to the Federal Funding
Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) (P.L. 109-282) as amended by Section 6202(a) of the
Government Funding Transparency Act of 2008 (P.L. 110-252), full disclosure to the public of entities or
organizations receiving federal funds is now required. As defined by the Office of Management and
Budget (OMB), all new Federal awards of $25,000 or more as of October 1, 2010, are subject to FFATA
reporting requirements. The Transparency Act definition of “Federal awards” includes not only prime
awards for grantees, cooperators, and contractors, but also awards to sub-recipients. If applicable,
SUBRECIPIENT must provide the following information on SUBRECIPIENT letterhead within 30 days
of receipt of this Agreement.

1. The Total compensation and names of the top five executives if:

a) 80% or more of annual gross revenues are from Federal awards (contracts, sub-contracts
and Federal financial assistance), and $25,000,000 or more in annual gross revenues from
Federal awards; and,

b) Compensation information is not already available through reporting to the Securities and
Exchange Commission.

10.13 Cooperation with UASI Programs and Activities.

(a) Subject to reasonable terms and conditions, SUBRECIPIENT agrees to participate in
UASI-sponsored exercises, and to make available equipment acquired with Grant Funds for use as part of
such exercises.
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(b) To the extent permitted by law, SUBRECIPIENT agrees to share with the Approval
Authority informational work products (such as plans, reports, data, etc.) created or acquired using Grant
Funds.

(c) To appropriately recognize the regional collaborative nature of grant funded planning
projects, all groups, individuals and jurisdictions who contributed to and/or participated in the planning
process shall be properly and clearly acknowledged in the final deliverable.

ARTICLE 11
INSURANCE

11.1 Types and Amounts of Coverage. Without limiting SUBRECIPIENT s liability pursuant to
Article 6 of this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT shall maintain in force, during the full term of the
Agreement, insurance in the following amounts and coverages:

(a) Workers” Compensation, in statutory amounts, with Employers’ Liability Limits
not less than $1,000,000 each accident, injury, or illness; and

(b) Commercial General Liability Insurance with limits not less than $1,000,000 each
occurrence Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage, including Contractual Liability,
Personal Injury, Products and Completed Operations; and

(c) Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance with limits not less than $1,000,000
each occurrence Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage, including Owned, Non-
Owned and Hired auto coverage, as applicable.

11.2  Additional Requirements for General and Automobile Coverage. Commercial General
Liability and Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance policies must be endorsed to provide:

(a) Name as Additional Insured the City and County of San Diego, its Officers,
Agents, and Employees.

(b) That such policies are primary insurance to any other insurance available to the
Additional Insureds, with respect to any claims arising out of this Agreement, and that insurance applies
separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought.

11.3  Additional Requirements Regarding Workers' Compensation. Regarding Workers’
Compensation, SUBRECIPIENT hereby agrees to waive subrogation which any insurer of
SUBRECIPIENT may acquire from SUBRECIPIENT by virtue of the payment of any loss.
SUBRECIPIENT agrees to obtain any endorsement that may be necessary to effect this waiver of
subrogation. The Workers” Compensation policy shall be endorsed with a waiver of subrogation in favor of
the City for all work performed by the SUBRECIPIENT, its employees, agents and subcontractors.

11.4  Additional Requirements for All Policies. All policies shall provide thirty days’ advance written
notice to the City of reduction or nonrenewal of coverages or cancellation of coverages for any reason.
Notices shall be sent to the City address in Article 9, Notices and Other Communications.

11.5 Required Post-Expiration Coverage. Should any of the required insurance be provided under a
claims-made form, SUBRECIPIENT shall maintain such coverage continuously throughout the term of this
Agreement and, without lapse, for a period of three years beyond the expiration of this Agreement, to the
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effect that, should occurrences during the Agreement term give rise to claims made after expiration of the
Agreement, such claims shall be covered by such claims-made policies.

11.6  General Annual Aggregate Limit/Inclusion of Claims Investigation or Legal Defense Costs.
Should any of the required insurance be provided under a form of coverage that includes a general annual
aggregate limit or provides that claims investigation or legal defense costs be included in such general
annual aggregate limit, such general annual aggregate limit shall be double the occurrence or claims limits
specified above.

11.7  Lapse in Insurance. Should any required insurance lapse during the term of this Agreement,
requests for reimbursement originating after such lapse may not be processed, in the City's sole discretion,
until the City receives satisfactory evidence of reinstated coverage as required by this Agreement, effective
as of the lapse date. If insurance is not reinstated, the City may, at its sole option, terminate this Agreement
effective on the date of such lapse of insurance.

11.8  Evidence of Insurance. Before commencing any operations or expending any Grant Funds under
this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT shall furnish to City certificates of insurance and additional insured
policy endorsements with insurers with ratings comparable to A-, VIII or higher, that are authorized to do
business in the State of California, and that are satisfactory to City, in form evidencing all coverages set
forth above. Failure to maintain insurance shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement.

11.9  Effect of Approval. Approval of the insurance by City shall not relieve or decrease the liability of
SUBRECIPIENT hereunder.

11.10 Insurance for Subcontractors and Evidence of this Insurance. If a subcontractor will be used to
complete any portion of this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT shall ensure that the subcontractor shall provide
all necessary insurance and shall name the City and County of San Diego, its officers, agents and employees
and the SUBRECIPIENT as additional insureds.

11.11 Authority to Self-Insure. Nothing in this Agreement shall preclude SUBRECIPIENT from self-
insuring all or part of the insurance requirement in this Article. However, SUBRECIPIENT shall provide
proof of self-insurance, in a form acceptable to San Diego, in the amounts of each line of self-insurance.

ARTICLE 12
COMPLIANCE

12.1  Nondiscrimination. In the performance of this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT agrees not to
discriminate against any employee, San Diego employee working with SUBRECIPIENT, applicant for
employment with SUBRECIPIENT, or against any person seeking accommodations, advantages,
facilities, privileges, services, or membership in all business, social, or other establishments or
organizations, on the basis of the fact or perception of a person’s race, color, creed, religion, national
origin, ancestry, age, height, weight, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, domestic partner status,
marital status, disability or Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome or HIV status (AIDS/HIV status), or
association with members of such protected classes, or in retaliation for opposition to discrimination
against such classes.

12.2  Conflict of Interest. Through its execution of this Agreement, SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges
that it is familiar with the provisions of Section 87100 et seq. and Section 1090 et seq. of the Government
Code of the State of California, and certifies that it does not know of any facts which constitutes a
violation of said provisions and agrees that it will immediately notify City if it becomes aware of any
such fact during the term of this Agreement. SUBRECIPIENT agrees that it will promptly notify City in
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writing of all violations of State or Federal criminal law involving fraud, bribery, or gratuities affecting or
involving the use of Grant Funds.

12.3  Compliance with ADA. SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges that, pursuant to the ADA, programs,
services and other activities provided by a public entity to the public, whether directly or through a
grantee or contractor, must be accessible to the disabled public. SUBRECIPIENT shall not discriminate
against any person protected under the ADA in connection with all or any portion of the Grant Plan and
shall comply at all times with the provisions of the ADA.

12.4  Compliance with Assembly Bill 481 Assembly Bill 481 (AB-481), codified in California
Government Code sections 7070 — 7075, requires law enforcement agencies to obtain approval of the
applicable governing body (Mayor, City Council, Board of Supervisors, etc.) by adoption of a military
equipment use policy, prior to acquiring, seeking funding for, continuing to use, or collaborating with
another law enforcement agency in the use of military equipment, as defined. AB-481 also requires
publication of a military equipment use procedure and the annual military equipment report on the
Agency’s website.

By accepting grant funds, SUBRECIPIENT acknowledges and certifies compliance with AB-481.

Summary: Maintenance of public lighting improvements within the Lemon Grove
Roadway Lighting District (District) requires funding. These improvements include street
lighting facilities within the City’s boundaries. The California Landscape and Lighting Act
of 1972 (Act) and its amendments (Proposition 218 and SB 919) allow for the collection of
assessments from parcels within the District for the maintenance and operations of these
facilities. It is the District’s intent to collect assessments under Chapter 3 of the Act. The
Act requires a resolution declaring the intention to levy and collect assessments
(Attachment A) and an engineer’s report (Attachment B). No increase is proposed to
assessment rates during Fiscal Year 2023-24.

Discussion: On October 27, 1964, a district was established to provide street lighting to
residents within its boundary while the territory was in the unincorporated portion of the
County of San Diego. Subsequently, governing body duties were transferred to the City of
Lemon Grove upon the City’s incorporation in July 1977. On August 13, 1979, the City
Council created the Lemon Grove Roadway Lighting District to levy and collect
assessments for the purpose of installing, operating and maintaining public lighting

facilities in the City.

Lighting District
June 20, 2023
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The 1979 Engineer’s Report established two zones (Local Benefit — Zone A and General
Benefit — Zone B). Local Benefit lighting is typically lights place at mid-block, benefitting
specific localized areas. General Benefit contains streetlights that benefit the public-at-
large, such as lights at intersections, cul-de-sacs, and other terminations of streets.

Funding for Zone A is provided by a special fixed assessment on Local Benefit properties.
Funding for Zone B is provided by a portion of the 1% property tax and General Tax
revenues.

On June 13, 2023, Harris & Associates submitted the annual Engineer’s Report for Fiscal
Year 2023-24 to the District (Attachment B). The Engineer’s Report provides a detailed
list of each parcel within the District and the applicable assessment of $12.00 per benefit
unit being applied to each parcel in Zone A.

The amount of each assessment in Zone A is based on the estimated benefit received by
each parcel from the use of the streets and their appurtenances such as streetlights. The
use or benefit of a public street is determined to have a specific land use by the County of
San Diego’s Department of Transportation. Each parcel is assigned a land use factor
determined by trip generation rates by land use as they relate to a single-family residential
land use.

The benefit charge is calculated by multiplying the land use factor by the number of
dwelling units, for single and multi-family residential parcels, or by the number of acres
for all other parcels. The result is the number of benefit units of the parcel. The number
of benefit units is then multiplied by the annual assessment rate per benefit unit. The
assessment rate of $12.00 per benefit unit remains the same as set by the last election on
this matter (June 1997).

Pursuant to State law, an engineer’s report and assessment recommendations must be
presented at a public hearing for District Board consideration and public comment on an
annual basis. The public hearing is requested to be scheduled for July 18, 2023. The public
hearing provides an opportunity for property owners to comment on the proposed
assessments. At the close of the hearing, the Board will determine whether to adopt a
resolution to authorize the transmission of charges to the County Auditor for collection
on the property tax bills.

Copies of the Engineer’s Report are available for review at the City Clerk’s office. The
report must be certified and the tax roll filed with the County of San Diego by August 10,
2023 to be included in the FY 2023-24 property tax statements.

PART IV — METHOD OF APPORTIONMENT

Part IV — Method of Apportionment

The amount of the estimated assessment on each lot or parcel of land in the District is in proportion to the estimated
benefit to be received by each such lot or parcel of land from the use of the streets and their appurtenances such as street
lights. The use or benefit of a public street is best determined by the use of that land adjacent to the public street. Each
lot or parcel of land in the District was determined to have a specific land use by the County of San Diego’s Department of
Transportation. Each type of land use was assigned a Land Use Factor determined by trip generation rates by land use as
they relate to a single-family residential land use. The trip generation rates by land use were prepared by the
Transportation Planning Division of the City of San Diego Planning Department and are a compilation of trip generation
studies done in San Diego and other western U.S. locations.

The Land Use Factor is multiplied by the number of dwelling units, if the land use is single-family or multi-family residential,
or by the number of acres for any other land use. The product of this multiplication is the number of benefit units for
each lot or parcel of land to be assessed. The number of benefit units for each of the lots or parcel of land is then multiplied
by the annual assessment rate per benefit unit to establish the fee for a particular lot or parcel of land. Resolution No. 102
was adopted on June 17, 1997 establishing a $12.00 assessment per benefit unit.

General Benefit

The District consists of streetlights that are of both general and special benefit. A share of the City’s 1% ad valorem
property tax and the City general funds are allocated to the district to pay for the improvements and associated costs of
general benefit streetlighting.

Special Benefit

The improvements and associated costs have been allocated to the assessable properties within the District based upon
the special benefit received by those properties. The improvements for which the properties are assessed have been
identified as necessary, were installed and are being maintained as part of the development plans specifically for each
tract. As such, the improvements and continuing maintenance and servicing of those improvements are strictly the
obligation of the properties within the District.

Allocation of Special Benefit Assessments

The actual derivation of the Land Use Factors are as follows:

1. Each parcel of land in the District was determined by the Department of Transportation to have a specific
land use.
2. Each type of land use was assigned a Land Use Factor determined by trip generation rates by land use as

they relate to a single-family residential land use. The trip generation rates by land use were prepared by
the City of San Diego Transportation Planning Division, Planning Department and are a compilation of trip
generation studies done in San Diego and other western U.S. locations.

3. If a land use was not included in the study, the Department of Transportation made a determination as to
its probable trip generation, compared it to single-family residential, and assigned a Land Use Factor on that
basis.

4. Single-family residential land use was assigned a Land Use Factor of 1.0 regardless of parcel size. The theory
is that all single-family residences generate approximately the same number of trips, and therefore, receive
the same benefit from the use of the streets, and their appurtenances such as street lights.

Four (4) proposals were received and opened on
May 24, 2023. BrightView Landscape Services, Inc. (Brightview), was responsive to the
criteria and staff recommends awarding BrightView an agreement as they demonstrated
the best overall value to the City. The term of the agreement will be one (1) year beginning
July 1, 2023, and may be extended for up to four (4) one-year terms.

Discussion: The City is responsible for the maintenance of approximately six (6) city
owned facilities, seven (7) parks, one (1) middle school field, five (5) medians and
approximately seven (7) landscape acres of right-of-way (ROW). To allow for more
competitive pricing and flexibility in contracting, the RFP was bid out into three (3) areas:
1) Facilities (including Lemon Grove Middle School); 2) Parks; 3) Right-of-way and
Medians. Consequently, an RFP for landscape maintenance services was duly advertised
on April 21, 2023 and April 28, 2023. The City held a non-mandatory pre-bid meeting on
May 10, 2023 and set a due date of May 17, 2023 for question before submittals. After
review of the questions and determining some areas that needed to be revised for clarity,
two addendums were issued. On May 24, 2023, the City received four (4) proposals from
Aztec Landscaping, Inc. (Aztec), BrightView, Nissho of California, Inc. (Nissho) and
Steven Smith Landscaping, Inc. (Steven Smith). All proposals submitted exceeded the
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City’s existing budget for landscape maintenance. To better align with the City’s current
budget for landscape maintenance, Addendum No. 3 with a revised scope was presented
to all the responsive bidders. On June 7, 2023, in response to Addendum No. 3, the City
received three (3) revised proposals from Aztec, BrightView, and Nissho. Steven Smith
declined the opportunity to present a revised proposal. Since the revised proposals still
exceeded the existing landscape budget by approximately $51,000, the scope was further
revised for Area 2 (Parks). The two lowest bidders were given the opportunity to rebid
Area 2 (Parks), which further decreased the total bid amount by approximately $29,000.

The following table summarizes the inclusive proposal for all items, at each respective
service level. While cost is an important factor, the recommendation for award is based
on several factors, including availably of staff, experience, and resources to adequately
maintain these three (3) areas.

The evaluation committee reviewed and ranked the proposals based on criteria set forth
in the RFP, which included qualifications, cost, references, quality and method to
accomplish work and determined that BrightView demonstrated the best overall value for
landscape maintenance services for the City. The term of the agreement will be one year
(1) beginning July 1, 2023 through June 30, 2023 and may be extended for up to four (4)
one-year terms.

STANDARD AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES

This Agreement, entered into this 20th day of June, 2023, by and between the
CITY OF LEMON GROVE (hereinafter referred to as "City") and BrightView Landscape
Maintenance Service, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as "Contractor").

RECITALS
WHEREAS, City desires to obtain the services of a private Contractor to perform
landscape maintenance services, to City owned facilities, parks, medians and right of way

areas for the City (Project); and

WHEREAS, Contractor is a(n) general landscape Contractor and has represented that
Contractor possesses the necessary qualifications to provide such services; and

WHEREAS, City has authorized the preparation of an agreement to retain the services
of Contractor as hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED THAT CITY DOES HEREBY
RETAIN CONTRACTOR ON THE FOLLOWING TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

1. Scope of Services.

Contractor shall provide services as described in Exhibit "A" entitled "Special
Provisions" attached hereto and made a part hereof.

2. Compensation and Reimbursement.

City shall compensate and reimburse Contractor as provided in Exhibit "A"
entitled "Special Provisions" attached hereto and made a part hereof.

3. Term of Agreement.

The term of this Agreement shall be as described on Exhibit "A" entitled
"Special Provisions" attached hereto and made a part hereof.

4, Termination.
This Agreement may be terminated with or without cause by City. Termination

without cause shall be effective only upon 60-day written notice to Contractor. During said
60-day period Contractor shall perform all landscape maintenance services in accordance



with this Agreement. This Agreement may be terminated by City for cause in the event of a
material breach of this Agreement, misrepresentation by Contractor in connection with the
formation of this Agreement or the performance of services, or the failure to perform services
as directed by City. Termination for cause shall be effected by delivery of written notice of
termination to Contractor. Such termination shall be effective upon delivery of said notice.
Additionally, this Agreement may be terminated with or without cause by the Contractor upon
one hundred and twenty (120) days with prior written notice.

5. Confidential Relationship.

City may from time to time communicate to Contractor certain information to
enable Contractor to effectively perform the services. Contractor shall treat all such
information as confidential, whether or not so identified, and shall not disclose any part thereof
without the prior written consent of the City. Contractor shall limit the use and circulation of
such information, even within its own organization, to the extent necessary to perform the
services. The foregoing obligation of this Paragraph 5, however, shall not apply to any part
of the information that (i) has been disclosed in publicly available sources of information; (ii)
is, through no fault of Contractor, hereafter disclosed in publicly available sources of
information; (iii) is now in the possession of Contractor without any obligation of
confidentiality; or (iv) has been or is hereafter rightfully disclosed to Contractor by a third
party, but only to the extent that the use or disclosure thereof has been or is rightfully
authorized by that third party.

Contractor shall not disclose any reports, recommendations, conclusions or
other results of the services or the existence of the subject matter of this agreement without
the prior written consent of the City. In its performance hereunder, Contractor shall comply
with all legal obligations it may now or hereafter have respecting the information or other
property of any other person, firm or corporation.

6. Office Space and Clerical Support.

Contractor shall provide its own office space and clerical support at its sole cost
and expense.

7. Covenant Against Contingent Fees.

Contractor declares that it has not employed or retained any company or
person, other than a bona fide employee working for Contractor, to solicit or secure this
Agreement, that it has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than a bona
fide employee, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or any other
consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of the Agreement. For
breach of violation of this warranty, City shall have the right to annul this Agreement without
liability, or, at its sole discretion, to deduct from the Agreement price or consideration, or
otherwise recover the full amount of such fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or
contingent fee.

8. Ownership of Documents.

All memoranda, reports, plans, specifications, maps and other documents
prepared or obtained under the terms of this Agreement shall be the property of City and shall
be delivered to City by Contractor upon demand.



9. Conflict of Interest and Political Reform Act Obligations.

During the term of this Agreement Contractor shall not act as Contractor or
perform services of any kind for any person or entity whose interests conflict in any way with
those of the City of Lemon Grove. Contractor shall at all times comply with the terms of the
Political Reform Act and the local conflict of interest code. Contractor shall immediately
disqualify itself and shall not use its official position to influence in any way any matter coming
before the City in which the Contractor has a financial interest as defined in Government
Code Section 87103. Contractor represents that it has no knowledge of any financial interests
which would require it to disqualify itself from any matter on which it might perform services
for the City.

“Contractor” means an individual who, pursuant to a contract with a state or
local agency:

(A) Makes a governmental decision whether to:

1. Approve a rate, rule or regulation;

2. Adopt or enforce a law;

3 Issue, deny, suspend, or revoke any permit, license, application,
certificate, approval, order, or similar authorization or

entitlement;

4. Authorize the City to enter into, modify, or renew a contract
provided it is the type of contract that requires City approval;

5. Grant City approval to a contract that requires City approval and
to which the City is a party, or to the specifications for such a
contract;

6. Grant City approval to a plan, design, report, study, or similar
itemn;

7. Adopt, or grant City approval of, policies, standards, or

guidelines for the City, or for any subdivision thereof; or

(B) Serves in a staff capacity with the City and in that capacity participates in
making a governmental decision as defined in the Political Reform Act and/or
implementing regulations promulgated by the Fair Political Practices
Commission, or performs the same or substantially all the same duties for the
City that would otherwise be performed by an individual holding a position
specified in the City’s Conflict of Interest Code.

DISCLOSURE DETERMINATION:

“serving in a staff capacity” as defined in Sections A and B above.
No disclosure required.

] 2. Contractor/Contractor will be “making a government decision” or

with the City Clerk of the City of Lemon Grove in a timely manner as required
by law.

10. No Assignments.

Neither any part nor all of this Agreement may be assigned or subcontracted,
except as otherwise specifically provided herein, or to which City, in its sole discretion,
consents to in advance thereof in writing. Any assignment or subcontracting in violation of
this provision shall be void.

11. Maintenance of Records.

Contractor shall maintain all books, documents, papers, employee time sheets,
accounting records, and other evidence pertaining to costs incurred and shall make such
materials available at its office at all reasonable times during the contract period and for three
(3) years from the date of final payment under this Agreement, for inspection by City and
copies thereof shall be furnished, if requested.

12. Independent Contractor.

At all times during the term of this Agreement, Contractor shall be an
independent Contractor and shall not be an employee of the City of Lemon Grove. City shall
have the right to control Contractor only insofar as the results of Contractor's services
rendered pursuant to this Agreement; however, City shall not have the right to control the
means by which Contractor accomplishes such services.

13. Licenses, Permits, Etc.

Contractor represents and declares to City that it has all licenses, permits,
qualifications, and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to practice its
profession. Contractor represents and warrants to City that Contractor shall, at its sole cost
and expense, keep in effect at all times during the term of this Agreement, any license, permit,
or approval which is legally required for Contractor to practice its profession.

14. Contractor's Insurance.

Contractor shall provide insurance as set forth in Exhibit "A" entitled "Special
Provisions" attached hereto and made a part hereof.

15. Indemnification.

(a) For Claims (as defined herein) other than those alleged to arise from
Contractor’s negligent performance of professional services, City and its respective elected
and appointed boards, officials, officers, agents, employees and volunteers (individually and
collectively, "Indemnitees") shall have no liability to Contractor or any other person for, and
Contractor shall indemnify, protect and hold harmless Indemnitees from and against, any and
all liabilities, claims, actions, causes of action, proceedings, suits, damages, judgments, liens,
levies, costs and expenses, including reasonable attorneys' fees and disbursements
(collectively "Claims"), which Indemnitees may suffer or incur or to which Indemnitees may



become subject by reason of or arising out of any injury to or death of any person(s), damage
to property, loss of use of property, economic loss or otherwise occurring as a result of
Contractor's negligent performance under this Agreement, or by the negligent or willful acts
or omissions of Contractor, its agents, officers, directors, sub-Contractors or employees.

(b) For Claims alleged to arise from Contractor's negligent performance of
professional services, Indemnitees shall have no liability to Contractor or any other person
for, and Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless Indemnitees from and against, any and
all Claims that Indemnitees may suffer or incur or to which Indemnitees may become subject
by reason of or arising out of any injury to or death of any person(s), damage to property, loss
of use of property, economic loss or otherwise to the extent occurring as a result of
Contractor's negligent performance of any professional services under this Agreement, or by
the negligent or willful acts or omissions of Contractor, its agents, officers, directors, sub-
Contractors or employees, committed in performing any of professional services under this
Agreement. For Claims alleged to arise from Contractor’s professional services, Contractor’'s
defense obligation to Indemnitees shall include only the reimbursement of reasonable
defense costs and attorneys’ fees to the extent caused by Contractor’s negligence.

(c) The foregoing obligations of Contractor shall not apply to the extent that the
Claims arise from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of City or its elected and appointed
boards, officials, officers, agents, employees and volunteers.

(d) In any and all Claims against City by any employees of the Contractor, anyone
directly or indirectly employed by it or anyone for whose acts it may be liable, the
indemnification obligation under this Section 15 shall not be limited in any way by any
limitation on the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the
Contractor under worker's compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee
benefit acts.

(e) Contractor shall, upon receipt of written notice of any Claim, promptly take all
action necessary to make a claim under any applicable insurance policy or policies Contractor
is carrying and maintaining; however, if Contractor fails to take such action as is necessary
to make a claim under any such insurance policy, Contractor shall reimburse City for any and
all costs, charges, expenses, damages and liabilities incurred by City in making any claim on
behalf of Contractor under any insurance policy or policies required pursuant to this
Agreement.

(f) The obligations described in Section 15(a) through (e) above shall not be
construed to negate, abridge or otherwise reduce any other right or obligation of indemnity
which would otherwise exist as to any party or person indemnified pursuant to this Section
15.

(9) The rights and obligations of the parties described in this Section 15 shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

16. Assumption of Risk.

Except for injuries to persons caused by the willful misconduct of any Indemnitee and
not covered by insurance maintained, or required by this Agreement to be maintained, by
Contractor: (a) Contractor hereby assumes the risk of any and all injury and damage to the
personnel (including death) and property of Contractor that occurs in the course of, or in



connection with, the performance of Contractor’s obligations under this Agreement, including
but not limited to Contractor's Scope of Services; and (b) it is hereby agreed that the
Indemnitees are not to be liable for injury or damage which may be sustained by the person,
goods or property of Contractor or its employees in connection with Contractor’s performance
its obligations under this Agreement, including but not limited to Contractor's Scope of
Services.

17. Contractor Not an Agent.

Except as City may specify in writing, Contractor shall have no authority,
expressed or implied, to act on behalf of City in any capacity whatsoever as an agent.
Contractor shall have no authority, expressed or implied, pursuant to this Agreement to bind
City to any obligation whatsoever.

18. Personnel.
Contractor shall assign qualified and certified personnel to perform requested
services. The City shall have the right to review and disapprove personnel for assignment to

Lemon Grove projects.

City shall have the unrestricted right to order the removal of any person(s)
assigned by Contractor by giving oral or written notice to Contractor to such effect.

Contractor's personnel shall at all times comply with City's drug and alcohol
policies then in effect.

19. Notices.

Notices shall be given as described on Exhibit "A" entitled "Special Provisions"
attached hereto and made a part hereof.

20. Governing Law, Forum Selection and Attorneys’ Fees.

This Agreement shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the
laws of the State of California. Each party to this Agreement consents to personal jurisdiction
in San Diego County, California, and hereby authorizes and accepts service of process
sufficient for personal jurisdiction by first class mail, registered or certified, postage prepaid,
to its address for giving notice as set forth in Exhibit “A” hereto. Any action to enforce or
interpret the terms or conditions of this Agreement shall be brought in the Superior Court in
San Diego County, Central Division, unless the parties mutually agree to submit their dispute
to arbitration. Contractor hereby waives any right to remove any such action from San Diego
County as is otherwise permitted by California Code of Civil Procedure section 394. The
prevailing party in any such action or proceeding shall be entitled to recover all of its
reasonable litigation expenses, including its expert fees, attorneys’ fees, courts costs,
arbitration costs, and any other fees. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that the
subject of such an action is compensation claimed by Contractor in the event of termination,
Contractor's damages shall be limited to compensation for the 60-day period for which
Contractor would have been entitled to receive compensation if terminated without cause,
and neither party shall be entitled to recover their litigation expenses.



21. Gender.
Whether referred to in the masculine, feminine, or as "it," "Contractor" shall
mean the individual or corporate Contractor and any and all employees of Contractor
providing services hereunder.

22. Counterparts.

This Agreement (and any amendments) may be executed in multiple
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all of which, together, shall
constitute one and the same instrument. Documents delivered by telephonic facsimile
transmission shall be valid and binding.

23. Entire Agreement.

This Agreement shall constitute the entire understanding between Contractor
and City relating to the terms and conditions of the services to be performed by Contractor.
No agreements, representations or promises made by either party, whether oral or in writing,
shall be of any force or effect unless it is in writing and executed by the party to be bound
thereby.

24. Certification and Indemnification Reqgarding Public Employees’
Retirement Law/Pension Reform Act of 2013.

Contractor hereby certifies that all persons providing services to City by
Contractor are not current members of the California Public Employees’ Retirement System
(CalPERS) and shall not become members of CalPERS while providing services to City.

Contractor further provides that in the event Contractor assigns a retired
annuitant receiving a pension benefit from CalPERS to perform services for City, the retired
annuitant is in full compliance with Government Code section 7522.56. A copy of
Government Code section 7522.56 is attached hereto as Exhibit “B.”

Further, Contractor hereby fully and unconditionally indemnifies City from all
penalties, fees, employer and employee contributions, or any other assessments imposed by
CalPERS in the event CalPERS determines the person assigned by Contractor to provide
services to City has been misclassified.

25. Severability.

If any provision of this Agreement is determined by any court of competent jurisdiction
or arbitrator to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable to any extent, that provision shall, if
possible, be construed as though more narrowly drawn, if a narrower construction would
avoid such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability or, if that is not possible, such provision
shall, to the extent of such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability, be severed, and the
remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in effect.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS
EXHIBIT “A”

A. Scope of Services.

Contractor agrees to perform maintenance services as required by City, which
shall consist of the street light maintenance and emergency repair services further described
in the Scope of Services submitted with the proposals dated June 7, 2023 and June 14, 2023,
which is included in this document as Attachment 1, and incorporated by reference, as if its
contents were fully set forth herein. Contractor shall provide the necessary qualified
personnel to perform the services.

B. Compensation and Reimbursement.

City shall pay Contractor a fee in accordance with the Fee Proposals submitted
with the proposals dated April 12, 2023, which are included in this document as Attachment
2. Total fee is not to exceed $140,361 (exclusive of additional scope tasks). Contractor's fee
shall include and Contractor shall be responsible for the payment of all federal, state, and
local taxes of any kind which are attributable to the compensation received.

C. Term of Agreement.

This Agreement shall be effective from the period commencing July 1, 2023
and ending June 30, 2024, unless sooner terminated by City or the Contractor as provided in
the section of this Agreement entitled "Termination." This Agreement may be extended for up
to four additional one-year periods upon approval in writing of the City Manager and
Contractor. Award of Agreement and any Agreement extensions are subject to City Council
appropriation of funds. Each renewal period (fiscal), the Contractor’s costs shall be adjusted
based on the annual change in the previous calendar year's Consumer Price Index for the
San Diego-Carlsbad area (All Urban Consumers CPI-U) or 5%, whichever is less. The first
adjustment would occur no earlier than July 1, 2024. Upon expiration or termination of this
Agreement, Contractor shall return to City any and all equipment, documents or materials
and all copies made thereof which Contractor received from City or produced for City for the
purposes of this Agreement.

D. Contractor's Insurance.

1. Coverages:

Contractor shall obtain and maintain during the life of this Agreement all
of the following insurance coverages:

(a) Comprehensive  General __Liability, including premises-
operations, products/completed, broad form property damage, and blanket contractual
liability with the following coverages: General Liability $1,000,000 Bodily Injury and Property
Damage combined each occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate.

(b) Automobile Liability, including owned, hired, and non-owned
vehicles: $1,000,000 combined single limit.



(c) Workers' Compensation insurance in statutory amount. All of the
endorsements which are required above shall be obtained for the policy of Workers'
Compensation insurance.

2. Endorsements:

Endorsements shall be obtained so that each policy contains the
following three provisions:

(a) Additional Insured. (Not required for Professional Errors and
Omissions Liability Insurance or Workers' Compensation.)

"City of Lemon Grove and its elected and appointed boards, officers,
agents, and employees are additional insureds with respect to this subject project and
contract with City."

(b) Notice.

"Said policy shall not terminate, nor shall it be canceled, until thirty (30)
days after written notice is given to City."

(c) Primary Coverage.

"The policy provides primary coverage to City and its elected and
appointed boards, officers, agents, and employees. It is not secondary or in any way
subordinate to any other insurance or coverage maintained by City."

3. Insurance Certificates:

Contractor shall provide City certificates of insurance showing the insurance
coverages described in the paragraphs above, in a form and content approved by City, prior
to beginning work under this Agreement.

The undersigned guarantees the work included in this project(s).

Should any of the materials or equipment prove defective or should the work as a whole prove
defective, due to faulty workmanship, material furnished or methods of installation, or should
the work or any part thereof fail to operate properly as originally intended and in accordance
with the Plans and Specifications, due to any of the above causes, all within the number of
months the site is to be maintained after date on which this Agreement is accepted by the
City, or the date of recordation of Notice of Completion, whichever is the later, the
undersigned agrees to reimburse the City upon demand, for its expenses incurred in restoring
said work to the condition contemplated in said project, including the cost of any such

In the event the City elects
to have said work performed by the undersigned, the undersigned agrees that the repairs
shall be made and such materials as are necessary shall be furnished and installed within a
reasonable time after the receipt of demand from the City. If the undersigned shall fail or
refuse to comply with his obligations under this guaranty, the City shall be entitled to all cost
and expenses, including attorney's fees, reasonably incurred by reason of the said failure or
refusal.

Item Title: Resolution Adopting a List of Projects for Fiscal Year 2023-24
Funded by Senate Bill 1: The Road Repair and Accountability
Act of 2017

Recommended Action: Adopt a resolution (Attachment A) approving the Fiscal Year
2023-24 Road Maintenance Rehabilitation Account funding allocation.

Summary: On April 28, 2017, the Governor signed Senate Bill 1 (SB 1): the Road Repair
and Accountability Act of 2017, also referred to as Road Maintenance and Rehabilitation
Account (RMRA) funds, to provide funding for basic road maintenance, rehabilitation,
and critical safety needs on both the state highway and local streets and road systems.
Prior to receiving RMRA funds, a list of projects proposed to be funded with these funds
must be provided to the California Transportation Commission. All projects proposed to
receive funding must be adopted by resolution approved by the City Council. The
attached resolution (Attachment A) identifies the Fiscal Year (FY) 2023-24 Street
Maintenance Project as the project for which RMRA funds are to be used.

Discussion: A portion of RMRA funds is apportioned annually to cities and counties.
Prior to receiving RMRA funds from the State Controller in a fiscal year, the bill requires
agencies provide a list of projects proposed to be funded with these funds to the California
Transportation Commission (CTC). All projects proposed to receive funding must be
adopted by resolution approved by the City Council. A city receiving an apportionment
of RMRA funds is also required to sustain a maintenance of effort by spending at least the
annual average of its general fund expenditures for street, road, and highway purposes,
averaged over the Fiscal Years 2009-10, 2010-11, and 2011-12.

Based on estimates provided by the CaliforniaCityFinance.com, the City of Lemon Grove
is projected to receive approximately $661,885 in RMRA funds in FY 2023-24. The
attached resolution identifies the FY 2023-24 Street Maintenance Project as the project

for which RMRA funds are to be used. The resolution also provides specific project details

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as required by the bill. The FY 2023-24 Street Maintenance Project list is based on the
recommended list of streets for repair as identified in the City’s Pavement Management
Program (PMP) report accepted by City Council on April 4, 2023. If the resolution is
adopted by the City Council, staff will forward the signed resolution to the CTC for
acceptance by the July 1, 2023 deadline.

Austin Legal Group, APC represents Pick Axe Holdings, LLC and Christopher Williams (the
“Applicant”) for a MMD located at 6915 North Avenue, Lemon Grove (“MMD Location”). This letter
1s intended to provide additional support for the appeal filed by the Applicant for the denial of Zoning
Clearance application ZC1-700-0016.

As discussed below, good grounds exist for this appeal, namely that staff’s decision was based
on an erroneous application of the law and the findings underpinning the denial of the zoning clearance
are not supported. Accordingly, the City Council should grant the Applicant’s appeal and reverse staff’s
decision to deny the zoning clearance.

FACTUAL BACKGROUND

The Applicant submitted an application for Zoning Clearance, ZC1-700-0016, in accordance
with the City’s rules and regulations on June 1, 2017 (“Application”). In connection with the
Application, the Applicant submitted an additional letter of support clarifying that no protected uses are
within 1,000” of the Applicant’s proposed project. (See Attachment G attached to the staff report.) On
June 13, 2017, the City denied ZC1-700-0016 stating that “the property is located within 1,000 feet of a
State-licensed small family daycare home.”

On June 21, 2017, the Applicant appealed staff’s denial based upon the City’s failure to put the
applicant on notice of the location of the alleged small family daycare home. On July 25, 2017, the
City informed the Applicant that the specific protected use affecting the proposed project are “three
licensed family daycare facilities located at 7106 Westview Place.”

The Applicant has been unable to verify that any daycare facility is actually operating at 7106
Westview place despite multiple visits to the address. A confidential report by an independent private
investigator was unable to identify the presence of any children.

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ARGUMENT

L STAFF’S DECISION TO DENY THE ZONING CLEARANCE WAS BASED ON A
MATERIALLY ERRONEOUS INTERPRETATION OF THE PLAIN LANGUAGE OF
THE CITY’S MUNICIPAL CODE

The Lemon Grove Municipal Code (“LGMC”) requires a 1,000” separation from other
dispensarics (Regulated Uses) as well as public parks, playgrounds, licensed day care facilities,
schools, and alcohol and substance abuse centers (Protected Uses). “Measurement is made between the
closest property lines of the Premises in which the Regulated uses and Protected Uses are located.”
(LGMC § 17.32.090 (B).)

LGMC section 17.32.090 further states “The measurement of distance between uses will take
into account natural topographical barriers and constructed barriers such as freeways or flood control
channels that would impede direct physical access between the uses. In such cases, the separation
distance shall be measured as the most direct route around the barrier in a manner that establishes
direct access [emphasis added].”

In California, in the interpretation of any statute, it is mandated by both statute and case law that
the intention of the legislature in passing the statute is to be pursued, if possible. (See, Code of Civil
Procedure section 1859; See also, Smith v. Superior Court (2006) 39 Cal.4th 77, 83.) Generally,
legislative intent may be derived from (1) intrinsic evidence, which relies on the language and structure
of the statute, and (2) extrinsic evidence, which usually looks to the legislative history. However,
intrinsic evidence should be examined first, and extrinsic cvidence cxamined to the extent there is
doubt as to intent of the legislature from an intrinsic analysis. (See Koenig v. Johnson (1945) 71
Cal.App.2d 739; People v. Woodhead (1987) 43 Cal.3d 1002, 1008.) As such, the starting point for
determining legislative intent should always be the plain language of the statute, where words should be
given their usual and ordinary meaning and read in the context of the statutory scheme. (Hunt v.
Superior Court (1999) 21 Cal. 4™ 984, 1000.)

In the casc at hand, the Development Services Director abused his discretion when he failed to
take into account the natural topographical barriers and constructed barriers between the alleged
daycare facilities and the proposed MMD location. The City suggests that the licensed daycare
facilities are approximately 853 feet from the proposed MMD Location (see staff report page 31.)
However, staff inaccurately measured the distance between 6915 North Street and 7106 Westview
Place in a straight line without consideration of natural topographical barriers or constructed barriers.
‘When appropriately measured around the natural and constructed barriers the distance is over 3,000’
(See Exhibit “1” attached hereto.)

The plain language of the ordinance does not expressly state or even imply that the distance is
to be measured in a straight line. Rather, the plain language is very clear that when there is a barrier the
distance shall be measured as the most direct route around the barrier in a manner that establishes direct
access. In light of the clearly stated plain language of the ordinance, there is no need to look to
Jegislative intent. It is an abuse of discretion for the City to measure distance between regulated
and protected uses in any manner other than around natural and constructed barriers.
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A. There Are Significant Natural and Constructed Barriers Between 691S North
Avenue And 7106 Westview Place

When traveling from 6915 North Avenue towards 7106 Westview Place, in the most direct
route, the first constructed barrier (not counting the six lanes of traffic along Broadway and Federal
Avenue with no cross walk) is the steep slope of vegetation along the south and east side of the parking
lot of the Family Resource Center (See Exhibit 2). According to Stephen George of Landscapes West,
this vegetation is Acacia latifolia and frequently used as a barrier against dust and headlights. Mr.
George is a design/build landscape contractor and has frequently installed Acacia latifolia as a foot
traffic barrier and hillside slope retainer throughout San Diego County.

The second barrier is the 6 foot high chain linked fence topped with at least 3 rows of barbed
wire (See Exhibit 3). This fencing surrounds the entirety of the north and west sides of 7106 Westview
leaving the only access via the south and cast sides of the property from Westview Place. (See Exhibit
4)

In accordance with the requirement of LGMC to follow the most direct route around the barrier
in a manner that establishes direct access, 7106 Westview Place must be accessed from the street on
Westview because the chain link and barbed wire fencing continues along the north side of all the
houses on Westview Place. The most direct route from 6914 North to 7106 Westview Place is to travel
east on Broadway and then South on Massachusetts and then West on Westview (See Exhibit 1). There
is simply no other method to access 7106 Westview Place. This path of travel is over 3,000.

B. 7106 Westview Does Not Have An Operating Daycare Facility

The staff report indicates that “staff contacted the three family daycare home operators via a
phone call and written letter and informed them that their locations would be disclosed to the appellant”
(See staff report pg 4.) Noticeably missing from the staff report is confirmation from the alleged
daycare operators that childcare is actually occurring at 7106 Westview and/or that children are present.

LGMC section 17.08.003 defines Licensed Day Care Facilities as follows:

“Day care” means a facility, licensed and equipped as required by law,
which provides non-medical care and supervision for periods of less than
twenty-four hours. This term shall include nursery schools.

1. “Small family day care” means day care that is provided in a single-
family dwelling for up to eight people in accordance with Section 1597 of
the California Health and Safety Code. The day care provider shall reside
in the home.

2. “Large family day care” means day care that is provided in a single-
family dwelling for up to fourteen people in accordance with Section
1597 of the California Health and Safety Code. The day care provider
shall reside in the home.
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The plain language of LGMC section 17.08.003 requires that non-medical care and supervision
is actually occurring on site. It would be nonsensical to suggest that a home that at one point obtained a
license from the State of California but does not actually care for children is a protected use.

Here, there are three units side-by-side that the City states at some point received a license from
the state. The Applicant hired a private investigator to determine whether or not childcare activities
were occurring at any of the units located at 7103 Westview. —In his confidential report to the
Applicant, the investigator stated that “No children or signs of a daycare were present.” The
Applicant’s own due diligence confirmed that no active childcare activities are occurring at the
property located at 7103 Westview.

II. STAFF’S OBJECTION TO PICK AXE HOLDINGS AS THE APPEALLANT IS
WITHOUT MERIT

The City letter dated July 25, 2017 states that “The City will provide this hearing but objects on
the basis that Pick Axe Holdings LLC, the entity that lodged the appeal, is not the party who filed the
Zoning Clearance Application who is Christopher O Williams.” This objection is without merit. The
City addressed its initial June 13, 2017 zoning clearance denial to Pick Axe Holdings despite its claim
that Christopher O. Williams was the applicant. Similarly, the City addressed its July 25, 2017 letter to
Pick Axe Holdings.

While the initial application listed Christopher O’Neal Williams as the Applicant, it is simply a
scriveners error that Pick Axe Holdings was left off of the Planning Permit Application. Christopher
Williams is the incorporator and sole officer and dircctor of Pick Axc Holdings as evidenced by the
additional documents submitted in connection with the Planning Permit Application. The application
included all of the relevant documentation to identify the corporate entity of Pick Axe Holdings as the
applicant including: Articles of Organization, Operating Agreement, EIN, Statement of Information,
Written Action of Manager, BOE Permit. In addition, the Applicant submitted a letter identifying the
Director and Community Liaison for Pick Axe Holdings would be Christopher Williams.

For the reasons stated above, the Applicant respectfully requests the City Council reverse the
denial of the Zoning Clearance.

To Whom It May Concern:

Austin Legal Group, APC (“ALG”) represents the applicant for a MMD located at 6919
North Ave, Lemon Grove (“MMD Location”). The purpose of this letter is to provide further
clarification as to why the MMD Location is not within 1000’ of a Protected Use as defined by
section 17.32.090 of the Lemon Grove Municipal Code (the “Code”.) It is our professional
opinion that there are no Protected Uses within 1000’ of the MMD Location.

While the MMD Location was not within the approved highlighted properties on the
City’s most recent map, as explained in more detail below, there are no Protected Uses within
1000° of the MMD Location. Further, the City supplied a list of Protected Uses in response to a
public records request (“City’s Response™). The City’s Response is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
No Protected Uses were identified in the City’s Response within 1000° of the MMD Location.
(See Exhibit 2).

The applicant is requesting the City process the CUP application for the MMD at
6919 North Ave all the way through to City Council Hearing despite the MMD Location
being identified within the buffer area identified on the City’s Zzoning map.

Exhibit 3, attached hereto, identifies the 1000’ radius around the MMD Location on the
assessor parcel map. Exhibit 4, attached hereto, identifies the 1000’ radius around the MMD
Location on a graphic map.

None of the Protected Uses provided by the City in response to the Public Records
request are within 1000’ of the MMD Location. The nearest Protected Use is located at 7164
Broadway, approximately 1,315” property line to property line without consideration of natural
or constructed barriers. (See Exhibit S.)
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In further support, this office conducted an independent analysis of the 1000 area
surrounding the MMD Location and, as explained below, no Protected Uses were identified.

There are no protected uses within 1000” to the north or northwest of the MMD Location.
The nearest neighborhood to the north starts with King Street, La Mesa. However, Route 94 is a
constructed barrier that impedes direct physical access between the properties. There are no
properties immediately north or northwest of the MMD Location which is not scparated by the
Route 94 Freeway. The municipal code requires that the City take into account “natural
topographical barriers and constructed barriers that would impede direct physical access between
the uses. In such cases, the separation distance shall be measured as the most direct route around
the barrier in a manner that establishes direct access” (Lemon Grove Municipal Code §
14.32.090 (B).) Due to the Route 94 as a constructed barrier, the most direct route around the
barrier is approximately 1,794 ft. (See Exhibit 6.)

Similarly, based upon the City’s Response, public rccords, and business tax certificates
there are also no Protected Uses to the west of MMD Location. To the west of the MMD
Location there is a commercial shopping center which includes a wide variety of commercial
businesses. The 1000’ point to the west is the Rubio’s Coastal Grill, located in the Marketplace
at the Grove Shopping Center at 3406 College Ave. Located within the 1000’ between the MMD
Location and Rubio’s Coastal Grill is the Route 94 freeway.

To the east of the MMD Location there is a commercial shopping center that does not
contain any Protected Uses. The extent to which 1000° to the east of the MMD Location extends
is to Albertsons located at 7090 Broadway. Based on the APN and Parcel IDs for schools, parks,
playgrounds, alcohol and substance rehabilitation facilities, and licensed day care facilities, there
are no Protected Use facilities within 1000’ east of the MMD Location.

Finally, business tax certificates, public records, the City’s Response do not identify any
Protected Uses the south and southeast of the MMD Location. The extent to which 1000 south
of the MMD Location extends to the Lemon Grove Apartment Complex, Hillside Terrace
Apartments, located at 3262 College Place. Located within the 1000” south between the MMD
Location and the apartment complex includes several commercial entities.

For the reasons above, we are requesting the City of Lemon Grove find that there are no
Protected Uses within 1000’ of the MMD Location and immediately issue the Zoning Clearance
for the MMD Location.

WHEREAS, by straight- line measurement, as determined under LGMC Section
17.32.090(B), the three licensed daycare centers are 853 feet from the Applicant’s parcel
containing its business location; and

WHEREAS, the City Council further finds that testimony about buildings and other
impediments between the protected uses and the regulated use are not relevant under LGMC
Section 17.32.090(B) in that they are not “natural topographic barriers” or “constructed barriers”
and are not considered when applying a straight-line measurement (without barriers) under the
applicable measurement section; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the Applicant’s property location borders a freeway
onramp, which, due to its unique location partially between the Applicant’'s property location and
the protected uses, can be considered an artificial constructed barrier under LGMC Section
17.32.090(B), requiring a person to alter their path between the two locations; and



WHEREAS, the protected use, located in a cu/ du sac at the end of Westview Place, was
bordered by a steep slope with an approximate 25-foot elevation change. Said slope is situated
between the protected use and the regulated use and is a natural topographical barrier requiring
any person traversing the space between the two uses to alter their path of travel; and

WHEREAS, the combination of the constructed (conjunction of Broadway Avenue at the 94
Freeway westbound onramp) and natural topographical (slope at the western property line of
the protected use) barrier would require a person to traverse more than 1,000 feet when
traveling between the regulated use and the protected use as measured by the most direct
route around each barrier in a manner that establishes direct access; and

WHEREAS, the City Council further finds that testimony that discussed the vegetation on
the slope of the western side of the protected use does not fall within the definition of a *natural
topographical barrier” in the it is not part of the natural part of the land mass and is not a
topographic or constructed barrier used in altering the straight-line method of measurement
under LGMC Section 17.32.090(B); and

WHEREAS, the City Council further finds that testimony which discussed the barbed wire
fence is not relevant in that it does not qualify as a constructed barrier, such as freeways or
flood control channels to deviate from the straight-line method expressed in LGMC Section
17.32.090(B); and

WHEREAS, the appeal of this determination is not a project and is not subject to the
environmental review requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The
underlying request for a Conditional Use Permit is a discretionary project that will require
environmental review.

NOW, THEREFORE, INCORPORATING THE ABOVE STATEMENTS HEREIN, BE IT
RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Lemon Grove hereby:

1. Approve Christopher O. Williams’ Administrative Appeal No. AA1-700-0004 based on the
above-findings and the record of written materials and oral testimony of the Public Hearing
conducted on August 15, 2017 and continued to and completed on September 19, 2017.

2. Grants the right to proceed to complete Applicant’'s Zoning Clearance which would allow
allowing the Applicant to request to apply for a conditional use permit to operate a medical
marijuana dispensary, at 6915 North Avenue, Lemon Grove, CA., pursuant to the applicable
ordinances and building codes.

3. The City Council directs City Staff to process the application of Christopher O. Williams
needed to complete any outstanding items on the checklist to allow issuance of a Zoning
Clearance and, when the Zoning Clearance is granted, to process a Conditional Use Permit
Application to conduct the business of a Medical Marijuana Dispensary under the applicable
laws, rules and regulations of the City of Lemon Grove.

Background:
On September 12, 2022, the Applicant, Pick Axe Holdings LLC, submitted a MUP

application (Attachment B) for early separation findings for a proposed MMD at 6925-
6935 North Avenue. On November 10, 2022, the Community Development Manager
(CDM) provided a letter of denial (Attachment C) based on the proposed location not
meeting the 1000-foot separation requirement from three small family daycare homes.
On November 14, 2022, the applicant submitted an Appeal application (Attachment D).

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The Applicant/Appellant is requesting a City Council hearing to overturn the CDM

decision based on a previous Council determination as described in the Appeal

Application (Attachment D) as follows:
“This is being appealed because on September 19, 2017 Lemon Grove City Council
determined that no licensed daycare centers were within 1000-feet of 6915 North
Avenue as measured by the method established under Lemon Grove Municipal
Code Section 17.32.090 (B), when City Council considered the unique location of
the proposed regulated use and two cumulative impediments located between the
protected use and proposed use. City Council found North Avenue property
borders a freeway on-ramp, which, due to its unique location partially between
North Avenue property and protected uses, can be considered an artificial
constructed barrier under LGMC 17.32.090 (B), requiring a person to alter their
path between the two locations.”

On June 1, 2017, the Applicant previously submitted a similar Zoning Clearance (ZC)
application to seek approval to apply for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for a MMD at
6915-35 North Avenue on the same parcel (APN 479-013-03-00). On June 13, 2017, the
Development Services Director denied the application (ZC1-700-0016) because the
proposed location of the MMD would be within 1000-feet of three State-licensed small
family daycares. The applicant subsequently appealed that decision. The appeal hearing
was held at the September 19, 2017 City Council meeting. During deliberations on
separation findings at 6915 North Avenue it was made clear by the City Council that this

Council’s determination in this particular case would not bind the City in future decisions
or set a precedent for future development proposals. At the direction of the City Council,
a Resolution to overturn the Director’s decisions and grant the appeal was adopted at the
October 3, 2017, City Council meeting in Resolution No. 2017-3539 (Attachment E).

In the measurement of distance according to LGMC 17.32.090 (B) staff did not analyze
natural topographical barriers and constructed barriers such as freeways or flood control
channels because there are no freeways or flood control channels located between the
project site and the family daycare protected uses. Thus, staff relied upon the literal 1000-
foot straight-line distance measurement.

The Cannabis dispensary regulations in Lemon Grove Municipal Code (LGMC) Section
17.32.090 (B) Distance Requirements state:
“The measurement of distance between uses will take into account natural
topographical barriers and constructed barriers such as freeways or flood control
channels that would impede direct physical access between the uses. In such cases,
the separation distance shall be measured as the most direct route around the
barrier in a manner that establishes direct access.”

Discussion:
The subject property is a 0.53 acre, triangular shaped lot located on the northwest corner

of the Broadway and North Avenue intersection with two driveway access points on North

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Avenue. The property contains a multi-tenant shopping center that currently includes
Sandiegocarforsale.com. Gold Coast Motors used car lot, Rubens TV Repair, Dapper B’s
Barbershop, Pro-Massage, and Fast Ride Moto motorcycle shop. A large billboard on the
northwest corner of the property overshadows the site. The site borders the 94 freeway
and a 94-freeway on-ramp and slopes downward toward North Avenue along the eastern-
asphalted slope.

The Applicant is seeking approval of a MUP to allow the submittal of a CUP for a MMD
as described on the MUP application (Attachment B) as follows:

“The proposed project consists of an existing single story commercial building with
an approximate square footage of 2,156 sf to be converted into a medical marijuana
dispensary. This is an application for development permit located at 6925-6935
North Ave, Lemon Grove, CA 91945. The scope of the project is to include interior
remodel of the existing structure with non-loadbearing walls; Site modifications to
include parking lot re-striping, pedestrian access from the parking lot and existing
right of way and miscellaneous site improvements such as lighting, fencing, and
security cameras.”

LGMC 17.28.020 (O) states that the sole purpose of an MUP for Early Separation Findings
is to determine if an application meets or does not meet separation requirements. No
other approval may be granted as part of this this permit type. The finding is valid for up
to one year.

LGMC Section 17.32.090 (B) requires that dispensaries (regulated use) not be located
within 1000-feet of (protected uses) public parks, playgrounds, licensed day care
facilities, schools, and licensed alcohol and substance abuse treatment centers. It also
requires that dispensaries not be located within 1000-feet of another dispensary. These
measurements are made between the closest property lines of the regulated use and
protected uses.

Staff reviewed the MUP application to determine if the proposal met the 1000-foot
separation distance requirements specified in LGMC 17.32.090 (B). In order to identify
the location of protected uses, staff relied upon on a variety of resources including, but
not limited to, knowledge of the City, site inspections, aerial satellite imagery, website
searches, and licensing agencies. On November 1, 2022, staff received a confidential list
of licensed day care facilities from the Department of Social Services (DSS) subject to the
provision that the list be kept confidential. The DSS list showed three licensed small
daycare facilities located within 1,000 feet of the subject property. Staff utilized a GIS
program to measure the closest property lines of the subject property and three identified

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small licensed daycare facilities (Attachment F) and found the following distances
separating the properties:

e 7102 Westview Place 825 feet

e 7106 Westview Place 861 feet

e 7110 Westview Place 931 feet

The Community Development Manager denied MUP-220-0004 because the subject
property did not meet the strict distance requirements specified in LGMC 17.32.090 (B)
(2) that requires dispensaries not be located within 1000-feet of licensed daycare
facilities, a “protected use”. LGMC Section 17.32.090 (B) (2) further states: “The
measurement of distance between uses will take into account natural topographical
barriers and constructed barriers such as freeways or flood control channels that would
impede direct physical access between the uses. In such cases, the separation distance
shall be measured as the most direct route around the barrier in a manner that establishes
direct access”.

Staff’s measurement was based on a 1000-foot straight-line radius from the property line
of the project site. The measurement did not consider topographical or built barriers
when measuring distances between properties. Westview Place is approximately 25-feet
above the elevation of the project site with a vegetated slope and fencing separating the
protected uses from the proposed MMD site. The actual walking/driving distance from
the protected uses on Westview Place to 6925-35 North Avenue is 0.6 miles or 3,168-feet.

Required Findings:
Municipal Code Section 17.28.052 C. requires that the following findings be made to
approve a MUP:
1. The use is compatible with the neighborhood or the community;
2. The use is not detrimental to the health, safety, convenience or general
welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity;
3. The use complies with performance standards according to Section 17.24.080;
4. The use is consistent with the applicable provisions of the particular zoning
district and with the policies and standards of the general plan.

In addition to the findings required for the granting of a MUP by Section 17.28.052 C,,
the decision-making authority shall consider the following:

A. Whether the approval of the proposed use will violate the minimum
requirements set forth in this chapter for distance separations between
establishments which dispense, process or cultivate cannabis; and separations
between establishments which dispense, process or cultivate cannabis and
other specific regulated or protected land uses as set forth in this chapter.

B. Whether the proposed use complies with Title 17 of the Lemon Grove Municipal
Code. (Ord. 458 § 2, 2021; Ord. 443 § 1, 2016)

No use is authorized with this MUP application submitted pursuant to
17.28.020(0). The proposed use as a MMD requires application for a CUP, the
approval of which requires the applicant to demonstrate compliance with all
applicable provisions of the Municipal Code and will be subject to site specific
conditions of approval to ensure the use is not detrimental to the health, safety,
convenience or general welfare of persons residing or working in the vicinity to the
greatest extent practicable. Environmental impacts associated with the project will
be assessed and mitigated, if necessary, pursuant to the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA) review of the CUP application.

3. The use complies with performance standards according to Section 17.24.080.

No use is authorized with this MUP application submitted pursuant to
17.28.020(0). The proposed use as a MMD requires application for a CUP, the
approval of which requires the applicant to demonstrate compliance with
applicable performance standards in Section 17.24.080 of the Municipal Code,
including, but not limited to: noise, glare, traffic circulation and parking, waste,
and fire hazards.

4. The use is consistent with applicable provisions of the particular zoning
district and with policies and standards of the general plan.

No use is authorized with this MUP application submitted pursuant to
17.28.020(0). The proposed use as a MMD requires application for a CUP, the
approval of which requires the applicant to demonstrate compliance with
applicable provisions of the particular zoning district and with policies and
standards of the general plan.

The proposed location for a MMD at 6925-35 North Avenue would violate the
minimum distance separations between MMD establishments and other protected
uses. Staff identified small family daycare uses on Westview Place within 1000-
feet of the project site. Thus, staff could not make this finding in the affirmative.

5.B. Whether the proposed use complies with Title 17 of the Lemon Grove
Municipal Code. (Ord. 458 § 2, 2021; Ord. 443 § 1, 2016).

No use is authorized with this MUP application. The proposed use as a MMD
requires application for a CUP, the approval of which requires the applicant to
demonstrate compliance with Title 17 of the Municipal Code.

Conclusion:

The City Council must make the MUP findings as stated above in order to approve or deny
the Appeal. Staff could not make Finding 5.A in the affirmative. The City Council may
deny the Appeal and deny MUP-220-0004. Alternately, the Council may approve the
Appeal and approve MUP-220-0004.

If the Appeal is denied, the CDM’s denial of MUP-220-0004 would be upheld. If the
Appeal is approved, the Applicant would be eligible to submit a CUP application for a
MMD that would require City Council action at a future public hearing.

Summary:

Staff presents the proposed Fiscal Year 2023/24 (FY 23/24) Consolidated Operating and
Capital Budget (Attachment A) for the City of Lemon Grove, the Lemon Grove Roadway
Lighting District, the Lemon Grove Sanitation District, and the Lemon Grove Wildflower
Assessment District.

Discussion:

On June 6, 2023 staff presented a draft of the FY 23/24 Consolidated Operating and
Capital Improvement Budget. Once the FY 2023/24 Consolidated Budget is adopted, the
final book will be assembled and a formal digital version of the budget book will be
published for reference. Printed copies of the budget book will be provided to City Council
and a copy will be available for the public to review at City Hall during business hours.

FY 23/24 Budget
June 20, 2023
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General Fund

Based on the feedback received at the June 6, 2023 City Council meeting, the following
changes have been incorporated into the final draft General Fund budget that were not
reflected in the previous draft version:

1. A 3% Cost of Living Allowance (COLA) was added for full-time non-represented
staff, excluding the City Manager.

When looking at the overall General Fund, it is currently balanced, whereas anticipated
revenues cover the cost of the anticipated expenditures. Under governmental accounting
requirements, revenues are shown when they become known. Expenditures are noted
when they are incurred. Since some projects and programs were allocated from revenues
in FY 22/23 and the expenditures have not been incurred, the revenues will flow forward
in fund balance and the expenditures will post when incurred in FY 23/24.

Other Funds

Outside of the General Fund, the City operates 29 other funds, which accounts for
approximately half of the City’s financial activity. The FY 2023/24 other fund budgets
overview, which was discussed at the June 6, 2023 City Council meeting, and are included
without change, except the following:

1. A few minor changes were made to the expenditures of other funds that
incorporate cost allocations from the General Fund, due to the impact of the 3%
cost of living wage increase for full-time non-represented staff.

2. ARPA Fund updated with costs from City Council FY 23-24 Strategic Priorities and
Work Plan .

Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) and Budget
The CIP Budget was updated to reflect design costs and contain a contingency to cover
any potential cost overruns. These costs are included in the ARPA expenditures.

The remainder of this staff report provides a summary of each of the five resolutions
presented for consideration.

Budget Resolutions

Staff presents a resolution (Attachment B) approving the budget for 23 funds operated
by the City, as well as resolutions approving the budget of the Roadway Lighting District
(Attachment E) and the Sanitation District (Attachment F). The FY 2023/24
consolidated budget (Attachment A) includes anticipated revenues and projected
expenditures for all of these funds.
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Salary Plan & Classification Summary

Staff presents a resolution (Attachment C) approving a Salary Plan & Classification
Summary for FY 23/24. The Salary Plan & Classification Summary reflects the proposed
positions and pay schedules for FY 23/24. The Salary Plan has two changes from the prior
year:

1. All full-time non-represented positions, excluding the City Manager, will receive a
3% increase in their salary as of July 1, 2023.

2. Public Work Crew Leader position has been added as an authorized position. This
position and the previous approved clerical staff positions have been added to the
Salary and Classification Summary.

Appropriations Limit

As part of considering the budget, State Constitution Article XIII-B (Propositions 4 and
111) requires the City Council to establish an Appropriations Limit. The limit is adjusted
each year by multiplying the previous year’s limit by a factor based on either the change
in the California Per Capita Personal Income (CPCPI) or the Non-Residential
Construction Valuation by the population change of the City. Staff presents a resolution
(Attachment D) for City Council approval that establishes the FY 23/24 Appropriations
Limit at $64,562,626. The proposed FY 23/24 Budget is well within that limit.

Roadway Lighting District Budget

The Lemon Grove Roadway Lighting District manages two funds for two separate
activities. Fund 11, the General Benefit Fund, provides funding for street light benefits
throughout the community. Fund 12, the Local Benefit Assessment Fund, provides for
enhanced lighting benefits at the mid-block. Staff recommends that the Lemon Grove
Roadway Lighting District Board adopt the resolution (Attachment E), approving the
District’s budget for FY 2023/24.

Sanitation District Budget

The Lemon Grove Sanitation District manages four funds—an Operations Fund (15), two
Capital Funds (16 & 19), and one Reserve Fund (17). In FY 2023/24, the District
anticipates generating $7.4 million in total revenue, expending $7.1 million in operating
costs, and spending $8.1 million on capital improvement projects.

In 2017, Council approved an appeal similar to this one on the same property. | made that
motion. | felt that there was a public benefit to getting dispensaries opened as soon as
possible. | based my motion to approve, on the cumulative effects related to the property as
described in Measure V. That decision triggered a distance-traveled measurement. That was a
discretionary decision, clearly within the Council’s power under Measurer V. The City Attorney
made it clear that the decision only applied to the situation at that time and did not set a

precedent or tie the hands of any future Council. Today, you are that future Council.

While that decision was creative and right for that time, | assure you that it is not right for
today or for this Council. First, there are two dispensaries open and three are not far behind.
There is no public benefit and thus no reason for the Council to consider anything but the

strictest interpretation of Measure V.

Second, while the decision in 2017 did not set a precedent, it did confuse the interpretation of
Measure V. More than once, the topographical consideration in my motion was presented as
precedent, separated from the cumulative qualifier. More than once the city has been dragged
into court because the plaintiff misunderstood or chose to confuse the action taken on that
appeal. The council’s decision tonight must remove that ambiguity in the ordinance by denying

this appeal as a first step.

This decision belongs to this council. You are not bound by the previous decision concerning
this property. Your fiduciary role here obligates you to protect the public’s interest. First, you
must uphold the spirit of Measure V with a strict interpretation of distance measuring and
protect sensitive properties, the children, and adjoining neighborhood described therein.
Second, a denial clears up the ambiguity created by the decision in 2017. And finally council
must update Measure V with changes that clear up a situation that history has proven to be
expensive and problematic for the taxpayers of Lemon Grove. This can be done by removing

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On Sept 17, 2017, Lemon Grove City Council Found:

The combination of the constructed (conjunction of Broadway Avenue at the 94 Freeway westbound onramp) and natural topographical (slope at
the western property line of the protected use) barrier would require a person to traverse more than 1,000 feet when traveling between the
regulated use and the protected use as measured by the most direct route around each barrier in a manner that establishes direct access;

On June 20, 2023 Lemon Grove City Staff Found:

The Community Development Manager denied MUP-220-0004 because the subject property did not meet the strict distance requirements specified in
LGMC 17.32.090 (B) (2) that requires dispensaries not be located within 1000-feet of licensed daycare facilities, a “protected use”. LGMC Section
17.32.090 (B) (2) further states: “The measurement of distance between uses will take into account natural topographical barriers and constructed
barriers such as freeways or flood control channels that would impede direct physical access between the uses. In such cases, the separation
distance shall be measured as the most direct route around the barrier in a manner that establishes direct access”. Staff's measurement was based
on a 1000-foot

straight-line radius from the property line of the project site. The measurement did not consider topographical or built barriers when measuring
distances between properties. Westview Place is approximately 25-feet above the elevation of the project site with a vegetated slope and fencing
separating the protected uses from the proposed MMD site. The actual walking/driving distance from the protected uses on Westview Place to 6925-

35 North Avenue is 0.6 miles or 3,168-feet.



On 9/19/2017 LG Council Members: Racquel Vasquez, Jennifer Mendoza, David
Arambula, and Jerry Jones, voted the alleged sensitive uses were outside of 1,000 FT

September 19, 2017, the City Council received oral and written testimony from the Applicant, the Applicant's representatives, Lemon Grove staff and
members of the public; and

In such cases, the separation distance shall be measured as
the most direct route around the barrier in a manner that establishes direct access.” Measure V
only references freeways and flood control channels as examples of constructed barners. A
freeway is defined as "an express highway, especially one with controlled access.” Flood control
is defined as "the act or technique of controlling river flow with dams, dikes, artificial channels,
etc., to minimize the occurrence of floods.” Examples of constructed barmriers only include major
linear obstructions traversing for miles where pedestrian access is prohibited or severely limited:
